The Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is the annual opportunity for City Departments and constituents to apply for capital funding for the following fiscal year. Capital requests can include projects that expand the City’s public infrastructure (new projects, impact fee-eligible) or replace existing assets (asset replacement, not impact fee-eligible).

In 2024, the Accessibility and Disability Commission provided guidance and support to
Salt Lake City departments and divisions including the Salt Lake City International
Airport and the Homeless Engagement and Response Team and to project teams on
projects including the Utah History Museum and the 2100 South construction. The
Commission held a successful ADA Day event with about a dozen community
organizations tabling the event and even more in attendance. The event also honored the
SLC Public Lands Planning and Design Division with the inaugural “Going the Extra Mile”
Award for their dedication to improving access throughout City green spaces.

About ACE

The Arts, Culture, and Entertainment (ACE) Grant was established to provide funding to support community events in Salt Lake City. 

The fund supports large and small events, new and established events.

Last year, received 251 applications and funded 177 events (70% acceptance rate)

Events must take place within Salt Lake City during the 2026 calendar year.





Name changes over the years. 

No more tiered systems for events large vs. small. 

Competitive process for funding – we expect strong applications each year that outline how your event is still adding to the community and/or growing.

Available Funding





$10,000 Maximum, $500 Minimum

Typical Grants Range $1,000 - $5,000



ACE Grants are intended to be supplemental funding, no more than 50% of an event's total budget



$300,000





Prior funding does not guarantee funding each year.

Available ACE Funds





Budget increase from years prior so can award more funds across the board.
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SALT LAKE CITY

Who is Eligible for ACE Funding?

Event held within Salt Lake City limits

Event is primarily focused on programming which supports the city’s goals

Open to the public and not a private event (event may charge admission)

Organizer/applicants in good financial standing with SLC and past vendors

Organizer/applicants in good community standing (no history of complaints)

Past grantees must be current on any reporting obligations for past ACE funding cycles





Note here this is separate from the City’s permitting requirements. While part of the origins of ACE were to offset those costs, we are separate entities and you need to still file appropriate permits/be up to date on those requirements.
