Sheila Page gave an overview and asked the subcommittee to approve the consent calendar.

Mr. Nielsen moved to recommend that the full commission approve the consent calendar.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


COMPLIANCE UPDATE:

Ms. McDermott gave an overview of the 2015 goals for the compliance division.  The focus will be on new licensee training and implementing the efficiencies identified while working with the Governor’s office on the SUCCESS initiative.

Rob Hansen gave an overview of the license transfer application for #1 Funk and Dive Bar in Ogden.

Mr. Nielsen moved to approve a club license transfer to #1 Funk and Dive Bar in Ogden.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Hansen stated there is one new club license available and gave an overview of the applications.  Ms. McDermott asked that #7 Pelican’s Pub be stricken until a possible issue is resolved.  Ms. McConkie invited the balance of the applicants to come forward to address the commission.

Abe Kader gave an overview of the applications asking the commissioners to strike #1 North Fork Table and Tavern and #5 Ruth’s Creekside.  He also noted that #2 Red Lobster is no longer conditional and that #6 Taqueria 27 Downtown will need a proximity variance.  A public hearing was held with no objections and the church submitted a letter approving the variance.  Staff recommends approval.

Mr. Nielsen moved to approve a proximity variance for #6 Taqueria 27 Downtown in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Mr. Gladwell moved to approve full-service restaurant license transfers to #2 Red Lobster in Layton and #3 The Beehive Grill in Logan.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. Agraz moved to grant a conditional full-service restaurant license to #6 Taqueria 27 Downtown in Salt Lake City; and full-service restaurant licenses to #4 O’Crawfish & Seafood Restaurant in Midvale, #7 Hyatt Place SLC Airport in Salt Lake City, and #8 Wing Nutz in St. George.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Steve Wallenda gave an overview of the applications and asked the commissioners to strike # 4 Este Pizzeria and #9 Hug-Hes.  Ms. McDermott asked that #7 Even Stevens Sandwiches be considered separately.

Mr. Gladwell moved to grant a conditional limited-service restaurant license to #1 Ichiban Sushi & Asian Bistro in Heber; and limited-service restaurant licenses to #2 Aroy-D Thai Cuisine in Ogden, #3 Yamato Japanese Restaurant in Orem, #5 J & C House in Riverton, #6 So Delicious in Roy, #8 Normandie Café & Bakery in Salt Lake City, and #10 Lucky Star Chinese Cuisine in West Valley City.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. McDermott explained that #7 Even Stevens Sandwiches is reapplying for a limited-restaurant license as their license was not renewed due to a disqualified individual being re-added as a director to the corporation.  A new application was received and the individual has been removed from the corporation.  The department will also obtain an affidavit stating that the individual will not be involved in the business.

Jamie Coates and David Sullivan addressed the commission on behalf of Even Stevens Sandwiches.  They explained that the disqualified individual is no longer actively involved with the business.  The commissioners, Ms. Page, Ms. McDermott, Ms. Coates and Mr. Sullivan discussed the involvement of David Down and his association with the business and his brother Steven Down.

Mr. Gladwell moved to grant a limited-service restaurant license for #7 Even Stevens Sandwiches in Salt Lake City.  Mr. Nielsen seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
