Where Your Drinking Water Comes From

We are pleased to present to you this year's Annual Drinking Wa-
ter Quality Report. This report is designed to inform you about the
quality of the water and services we deliver to you every day. Our constant goal is to provide you with a safe and de-
pendable supply of drinking water. We want you to understand the efforts we make to continually improve the water
treatment process and protect our water resources. We are committed to ensuring the quality of your water. Our water
sources have been determined to be from groundwater and surface water sources. Our water sources are 6 ground-
water wells and surface water from Jordan Valley Water Conservancy District.

We Protect the Source

The Drinking Water Source Protection Plan for Granger Hunter Improvement District is available for your review. It
contains information about source protection zones, potential contamination sources and management strategies
to protect our drinking water. Our sources have been determined to have a low level of susceptibility from potential
contamination from sources such as septic tanks, roads, and residential areas. We have also developed management
strategies to further protect our sources from contamination. Please contact us if you have questions or concerns
about our source protection plan.

What Is in Your Drinking Water

The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs,
springs, and wells. As water travels over the surface of the land or through the ground, it dissolves naturally occurring
minerals and, in some cases, radioactive material, and can pick up substances resulting from the presence of animals
or human activity.

Contaminants that may be present in source water include:

= Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, which may come from sewage treatment plants, septic
systems, agricultural livestock operations, and wildlife.

» Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which can be naturally occurring or result from ur-
ban stormwater runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and gas production, mining,
or farming.

= Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources such as agriculture, urban stormwater run-
off, and residential uses.

= Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organic chemicals, which are by-products of
industrial processes and petroleum production, and can also come from gas stations, urban stormwater runoff, and
septic systems.

= Radioactive contaminants, which can be naturally occurring or be the result of oil and gas production and mining
activities.

To ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) prescribes regulations that limit the amount of certain
contaminants in water provided by public water systems. The Food and
Drug Administration (FDA) regulations establish limits for contaminants
in bottled water which must provide the same protection for public health.

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to
contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The presence of
contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a health
risk.

Granger-Hunter Improvement District: Investing in Cleaner, Better Water for Our
Community

At Granger-Hunter Improvement District, we are committed to delivering the highest quality water to our cus-
tomers. One of our key priorities is removing naturally occurring elements such as manganese, iron, and ammo-
nia from our groundwater sources. These minerals, while not harmful, can occasionally affect the taste, color, and
smell of your water, causing it to appear yellow or brown or carry a chlorine-like scent.

To address this, we've taken bold steps to improve the aesthetics and reliability of our water. We currently op-
erate six deep wells that supply about 25% of our total water, with a seventh well under construction. Our first
state-of-the-art groundwater treatment plant, which treats water from three wells, is already up and running. A
second plant, which will treat water from two more wells, is currently under construction, with a portion of the
funding secured through grants, helping to reduce costs for our ratepayers.

Thanks to these investments, we've seen a dramatic decrease in water quality complaints over the past three
years. These improvements are not just about infrastructure, they're about delivering peace of mind, ensuring
your water is clear, fresh, and reliable every time you turn on the tap.

We're proud of the progress we've made, but our work isn't done. Your feedback plays a vital role in helping us
maintain and improve the system. If you ever notice any issues with your water's appearance, taste, or smell,
please reach out. Together, we can continue building a water system that meets the highest standards for today
and for generations to come.

Granger-Hunter Improvement District routinely monitors contaminants in our drinking water in accordance with
the Federal and Utah State laws. The tables in this report show the results of our monitoring for 2024, It is im-
portant to remember that all water sources of drinking water contain some naturally occurring contaminants. At
low levels, these substances are generally not harmful in our drinking water.

Below you will find many terms and abbreviations you might not be familiar with. To help you better understand

these terms we've provided the following definitions:

Non-Detects (ND) - laboratory analysis indicates that
the constituent is not present.

ND/Low - High - For water systems that have multiple
sources of water, the Utah Division of Drinking Water
has given water systems the option of listing the test re-
sults of the constituents in one table, instead of multiple
tables. To accomplish this, the lowest and highest val-
ues detected in the multiple sources are recorded in the
same space in the report table.

Parts per million (ppm) or Milligrams per liter (mg/I)
- one part per million corresponds to one minute in two
years or a single penny in $10,000.

Parts per billion (ppb) or Micrograms per liter (ug/I)
- one part per billion corresponds to one minute in
2,000 years, or a single penny in $10,000,000.

Parts per trillion (ppt) or Nanograms per liter
(nanograms/l) - one part per trillion corresponds to
one minute in 2,000,000 years, or a single penny in
$10,000,000,000.

Parts per quadrillion (ppq) or Picograms per liter
(picograms/I) - one part per quadrillion corresponds
to one minute in 2,000,000,000 years or one penny in
$10,000,000,000,000.

Picocuries per liter (pCi/L) - picocuries per liter is a
measure of the radioactivity in water.

Millirems per year (mrem/yr) - measure of radiation
absorbed by the body.

Million Fibers per Liter (MFL) - million fibers per liter
is a measure of the presence of asbestos fibers that are
longer than 10 micrometers.

Nephelometric Turbidity Unit (NTU) - nephelometric
turbidity unit is a measure of the clarity of water. Tur-
bidity in excess of 5 NTU is just noticeable to the aver-

age person.
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Action Level (AL) - the concentration of a contaminant
which, if exceeded, triggers treatment or other require-
ments which a water system must follow.

Treatment Technique (TT) - A treatment technique is
a required process intended to reduce the level of a
contaminant in drinking water.

Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) - The “Maximum
Allowed” (MCL) is the highest level of a contaminant
that is allowed in drinking water. MCLs are set as close
to the MCLGs as feasible using the best available treat-
ment technology.

Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG) - The
“Goal” (MCLG) is the level of a contaminant in drinking
water below which there is no known or expected risk
to health. MCLGs allow for a margin of safety.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL) - The
highest level of a disinfectant allowed in drinking wa-
ter. There is convincing evidence that addition of a dis-
infectant is necessary for control of microbial contam-
inants.

Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level Goal (MRDLG)
- The level of a drinking water disinfectant below which
there is no known or expected risk to health. MRDLGs
do not reflect the benefits of the use of disinfectants to
control microbial contaminants.

Date - Because of required sampling time frames i.e.
yearly, 3 years, 4 years and 6 years, sampling dates
may seem outdated.

Waivers (W) - Because some chemicals are not used
or stored in areas around drinking water sources, some
water systems have been given waivers that exempt
them from having to take certain chemical samples,
these waivers are also tied to Drinking Water Source
Protection Plans.



Total Coliform Positive Results

During routine sampling in September and November 2024, two of our samples indicated the presence of total
coliform bacteria. These bacteria are naturally found in the environment and are commonly used as indicators to
help us identify issues in a water system. While total coliforms themselves are usually not harmful, their presence
can indicate the presence of more harmful bacteria like E-Coli, which can cause diarrhea, vomiting, and other
gastrointestinal issues.

Upon receiving these results, we immediately conducted additional sampling. All follow-up samples came back
clear, showing no detection of coliform bacteria. Based on our investigation, the likely source of the initial de-
tection was the sample tap itself—not the water supply—indicating that the water remained safe throughout the
process.

We remain committed to providing safe, high-quality drinking water and will continue to monitor our system closely
to ensure it meets all safety standards. If you have any questions or concerns, please feel free to contact us.

At Granger-Hunter Improvement District, we are committed to providing you with safe, high-quality drinking water. While
we carefully manage the water we deliver, we don't have control over the materials used in private plumbing systems. In
some cases, lead can enter drinking water through plumbing materials, including pipes, fixtures, and service lines, located
within and around your home.

We all share the responsibility for reducing lead exposure. One important step you can take is to check your home's plumb-
ing for lead materials and consider replacing them if necessary. You can also reduce potential exposure by letting the water
run from your tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes, especially if it has been sitting for several hours, before using it for drinking
or cooking.

Notice: Fluoride Removal from Public Drinking Water

Following the enactment of House Bill 81 by the 2025 Utah State Legislature, the addition of fluoride to public
drinking water systems statewide is prohibited as of May 7, 2025. In compliance with this legislation, Grang-
er-Hunter Improvement District has ceased the practice of supplementing fluoride in the community’s water
supply.

While fluoride will no longer be added, the water provided may still contain naturally occurring fluoride at an
approximate concentration of 0.40 mg/L. For further inquiries, please contact Granger-Hunter Improvement
District.

Four times per year we look for byproducts of the disinfection process. When chlorine and sodium
hypochlorite, the disinfectant we use to protect the water against bacteria and viruses, starts to break down
in the water, it can form new compounds. These compounds, trihalomethanes (THM) and haloacetic acid
(HAA) have been known to cause cancer at high levels. We test for these compounds at eight different
locations in the water system.

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Lithium is a natural metal that can be found more in certain places, especially in the groundwater of dry areas in the Western
U.S. People have been using lithium in medicines for a long time to help with certain health issues. Even though we know a

lot about using lithium in medicine, there's not much information about the health risks for people who get small amounts
of lithium from drinking water, which is way less than what's used in medicine. Right now, the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) is not sure about the risks for people who have low levels of lithium in their drinking water. Scientists are still
learning about how lithium affects our health and at what levels it might be a concern.

Look Out for Special Populations

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population. Immuno-compromised
persons such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ transplants, people
with HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk from infections.
These people should seek advice about drinking water from their healthcare providers.

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CHAPTER 12

FUND BALANCE POLICY

These policies relating to the establishment and appropriate management of Fund Balances are
intended to be consistent with the Utah Code, applicable portions of the Uniform Fiscal
Procedures for Special Districts Act (“Uniform Fiscal Procedures Act”), applicable portions of
the State Money Management Act (“Money Management Act”), Rules of the State Money
Management Council, and applicable portions of the Municipal Bond Act (“Municipal Bond

Act”).

INTENT

The District’s Reserves are intended to be used as a risk-management and solvency tool
that is designed to grow with the risks and exposure of the District and allow the District
to have cash on hand in the event of an unbudgeted demand for cash. The following
guidelines are intended to provide the District with a strong reserve policy to strengthen
the District’s financial situation through the maintenance of funds to handle cost overruns
in the annual operations and maintenance expenses, ongoing and major capital repair and
replacement and by maintaining cash to cover immediate cash needs resulting from
emergencies or for unforeseen costs.

PURPOSE OF POLICY
In order to insure fiscal integrity, the District maintains a high credit rating, provides for

adequate planning, and will target the maintenance of certain fund balances as discussed
below.

LIMITATION TO TOTAL OF FUND BALANCES

Regardless of the target fund balance amounts set forth in this policy, the total of the fund
balance outlined herein (exclusive of any bond proceeds or designated reserves) shall not
exceed the limitation as outlined in the Utah Code.

FUND BALANCE CLASSIFICATIONS AND TARGET BALANCES

Fund balance classification hierarchy is based primarily on the extent to which the
District is bound to honor constraints on the specific purposes for which the amounts may
be spent. The classifications and respective funds are as follows:
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ASSIGNED — Amounts intended to be used for a specific purpose

A.

Operations & Maintenance (O&M) Reserve. The O&M Reserve is established to
hold funds sufficient to offset normal fluctuations in revenues collected or annual
operations and maintenance expenses. The amount in this fund should be the
equivalent of 180 days cash on hand for operational and maintenance expenses.
The target fund balance shall be set by the Board as a part of the budget process
and shall be included in the periodic financial reporting of the District. It is
recommended that these reserves be invested in highly-liquid instruments such as
the Utah Public Treasurer’s Investment Fund (“UPTIF”), short-term Government
or Agency bills, commercial paper or repurchase agreements.

Repair & Replacement (R&R) Reserve. The R&R Reserve is established to pay
for unforeseen system repairs or replacements. The total funding level for the
R&R Reserve shall be set as determined by the Board in consideration of the
District’s financial condition and capital planning needs, with reference to figures
reported in the District’s most recent year-end financial report. R&R Reserves are
most appropriately held in instruments that are somewhat liquid but seek a
slightly higher yield. These instruments can include those listed for the O&M
Reserves, but can include longer term maturities, so long as the final maturity of
any investment does not exceed the projected potential use of the fund balance.

Capital Projects Reserve. A Capital Project Reserve is held to maintain funds to
hedge against any unforeseen construction cost change orders or overruns
associated with capital projects. The balances maintained should be directly
proportionate to the annual construction costs to be undertaken in subsequent fiscal
years that are under contract. The balances held in this reserve will likely be the
most volatile of the District’s reserves as the amount of construction planned for
each year may vary significantly. It is recommended that a minimum balance be
equal to 15% to 25% of the total of the construction projects under contract at any
given time to provide a minimum level of coverage. Capital Reserves are most
appropriately held in instruments that are somewhat liquid but seek a slightly higher
yield. These instruments can include those listed for the O&M Reserves, but can
include longer term maturities, so long as the final maturity of any investment does
not exceed the projected potential use of the fund balance. The expenditure of any
amount over $25,000 from the Capital Projects fund shall require Board Action.

Self-Insurance/Contingency Reserve. The Self-Insurance/Contingency Reserves,
intended to offset costs or delay in insurance payments resulting from an unforeseen
major catastrophe or legal action, should maintain unrestricted fund balances at a
level that will provide sufficient funds to protect the District against significant
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unforeseen costs not covered by any other reserves maintained by the District. This
calculation shall exclude liability reserves (by policy, not law), capital trust account
funds, bond funds, and general trust accounts (i.e. customer security deposits).

Other Post-Employment Benefits (OPEB) Reserve. The OPEB reserve has been
established to help offset the cost for continuing benefits of retired employees. The
balance in this fund should approximate the OPEB liability, as funding is available.

Impact Fee Reserve. The Impact Fee Reserve is established to accumulate funds
received from the collection of impact fees and must be expended in accordance
with state law. The funding level for this reserve will fluctuate over time based on
growth within the District and the timing of qualifying capital projects.

Other Funds Named by Agreement. The District may, from time to time, enter into

agreements which require that the District to maintain certain agreement-specific
reserve funds. To the extent that such may be required in the future, the District’s
staff shall make recommendations to the District’s Board of Trustees as to the
implementation and accounting of those funds.

Interest Rate Stabilization Fund. The District’s Board of Trustees reserves the right to

create an interest rate stabilization fund as a means of mitigating variable interest
rate risk.
