· Manager’s Report:

· The Seasonal Field Technician started work for 2025 at the beginning of the month. The district is fully staffed to the level we anticipate needing for the upcoming mosquito season based on the current snowmelt forecast and don’t anticipate the need for further hiring.
· We’re still awaiting the arrival of the batteries with the drone. Thankfully the CEO of what is now called Central Drone Technology is assuring us that they will take care of our training once we get the final parts of our order from the vendor. Shanon has built a sturdy insulated protective box that can be used to transport the drone to the field that should be great for getting us started until we can get a trailer or other transport figured out.
· Near the end of the month Ben did the first mosquito trapping and identification of the year at a few locations and predictably the numbers were very low and all overwintering species. The following week we set traps in the standard monitoring locations near the wetlands. Unfortunately, the weather took a turn in the early evening and the wind came up gusting over 30 mph. Temperatures dropped overnight as well as rain and sleet in the morning resulting in another week of low trap yields, but it was still a good opportunity to test out the equipment.
