
    SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 19, 2014
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 19th of November, 2014 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

CITIZENS PRESENT

Riley Lindsey, Scott Thomsen, Bruce Riddle, Pat Meanea, Russell Peterson, Wilma Ames and Robyn Ames.
1.  Opening Remarks given by Bryan Brown.  Pledge of Allegiance.
2.  Meeting called to order and roll call.  Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting.  Becky will be late, she is attending a play that her children are in.  
3.  Approval of minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the October 15th  and October 22nd  Town Council meetings were presented for approval.  All members had reviewed the minutes.  Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes.  The minutes were approved upon the motion of David Nielson and seconded by Charles Evans.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian was absent.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

4.  Comments from Residents. 
Wilma Ames stated that there was a chlorine taste in the water and asked if there was a problem.  Charles Evans said that there was not a problem.  He stated that it was a preventative measure.  Wilma stated that she thinks the chlorine in the water has killed her peach tree.

5.  Stop Signs and Crosswalks.  Robyn & Wilma Ames
Wilma Ames stated that the intersection at Center and Main was interesting.  The recent town survey shows that several residents would like to see it improved.  Wilma stated that she and Robyn had put together some suggestions for the council to consider.  She provided handout maps with proposed locations of crosswalks, pedestrian crossing signs and stop signs.  Wilma stated that the costs to the town should be minimal.  David Nielson stated that he had reviewed UDOT's guidelines.  They state that adding crosswalks alone will not make an intersection safer.  The guidelines do state that signing may help.  David reported that we do not have the traffic or pedestrian volume to require crosswalks.  The proposed crosswalks would have pedestrians walking into the church flower beds.  David stated he would look into purchasing some signs for the intersection.  Wilma presented a second proposal to change the intersection to a four way crossing.  David explained that option had been explored and would cost over a million dollars.  
6.  Discuss and Approve Proposal to sell and include a portion of Street in the Russell Peterson Property on 100 South & 200 West.  
Mayor Peterson explained the issue with the property that is owned by Russell Peterson.  Riley Lindsey has surveyed the roads to the west and east of the property.  The town needs at least a 66 foot right of way for the road.  The records show that the street to the north of the property is 99 feet wide and the street to the west of the property is 86 feet wide.  Russell is proposing to purchase 14 feet of the road right of way on the west and 33 feet on the north.  The property is currently being used as a part of the lot owned by Russell.  Kim, Allen, Willard Rogers and Dale Gifford have purchased similar road right of way property in the past for $2,250.00 an acre.  Riley Lindsey explained that he had surveyed the road property that was established in the late 1800's.  The old fences fit well with his survey.  Riley provided a map that describes the proposed area of the road to be sold at 0.32 acres.  The additional property would increase the size of Russell's lot from 1.47 acres to 1.79 acres.  The lot could then be subdivided into a three lot subdivision without needing a variance.  David Nielson asked how we would know if the north side of the road was accurate.  Riley stated that he was a licensed surveyor and had surveyed the road.  The fences on the north side of the road are on the property line.  There would remain a 66 foot roadway.  Riley stated that he is confident with his survey.  Bryan Brown stated that the Jack Hansen property that had been discussed in the last meeting was off by 40 feet.  The rest the street to the east of the property adjacent to the Miller property is a problem as well.  There is a building that is on street property in that area.  The water meter for the Peterson property may need to be relocated.  David Nielson made a motion to treat the sale of the road to Russell Peterson as we have in the past.  The 0.32 acres of road right of way would be sold to Russell Peterson for $2,250.00 per acre or $720.00.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Peterson disclosed that Russell Peterson is his brother.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  A deed will be prepared to convey the property to Russell Peterson after the payment has been received.  Bryan asked about the septic system for the house.  Russell Peterson responded he had searched for the leach lines and he was confident that they would be on the lot that the house would be on.  He is aware that the health department has a test that can determine the location of the tank and possibly the leach lines.  Bryan stated that he thinks the test should be conducted.  It may be a requirement for approval of the new subdivision.  
7.  Central Valley Cemetery. 
Mayor Peterson reported that the gravel has not been hauled to the new portion of the cemetery.  Some gravel has been placed in the pioneer portion of the cemetery.  The town has started selling lots at the cemetery.  Pat Meanea has purchased the first two lots.  Shelley is looking at applying for a $1,000.00 grant to help with a survey of the pioneer portion of the cemetery.  Mayor Peterson reported that he is looking into putting a flag pole at the cemetery.  We would need a light on the flag.  He is considering a solar light for the flag.  The updated version of the policies and procedures for the cemetery is in the packets.  Shelley has a process in place to track the use of the cemetery.  The Gateway program cost was quoted at $7,000.00.  Mayor Peterson stated that we do not have funding available for the Gateway program at this time.  Pat Meanea reported that the minimal program for Gateway could be obtained for about $2,000.00.  Pat recommends that we obtain the Gateway Program.   

8.  Park Updates.  Becky Bastian

Becky reported that the restroom and water system at the park have been winterized.  The nets at the baseball field have been put away for the winter as well.  She reported that Scott and Bruce were quick to respond to her request for help.

She reported that she has talked with Splash Zone, our contractor for the splash pad.  They have received our deposit.  They are scheduled to start on the splash pad on March 16, 2015.  The town will construct the control building and do some preparatory work at the splash pad site to save some money on the project.  Wilma Ames asked about the location of the splash pad.  Becky explained that it would be located to the north of the restrooms.  There will be grass and landscaping placed around the splash pad when it is completed.  We should have enough funds to complete the landscaping.  David Nielson suggested that we locate the septic system for the restroom prior to the construction of the splash pad.  

9.  Street Planning and Improvement Project.

David Nielson reported that we are waiting on the CIB for approval of the funding of the planning and survey work for our road project.  
10.  Planning Commission.  Discuss potential new members.  Appoint new member.

Mayor Peterson reported that he had talked with Kayde Roberts about serving on the Planning Commission.  Kayde is interested in being a member of the Planning Commission.  He would be a good addition.  He would replace Chris Thompson.  Mayor Peterson appointed Kayde Roberts to be on the Planning Commission.  Bryan Brown made a motion to approve Kayde Roberts as a member of the Planning Commission.  David Nielson seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  Bryan will notify Kayde that the next Planning Commission meeting will be in January.  Bryan will give Kayde the materials and copies of our ordinances that Chris turned in.

11.  Water Rights.  Discuss future purchases.

Mayor Peterson stated that he has been considering purchasing a back up generator for our water system.  He has determined that our main two water tanks can hold 475,000 gallons of water.  Since we use about 100,000 gallons of water a day, we have enough water in the tanks to last about five days during the winter months.  The lower tank could provide water for an additional two days.  We are in need of a back up generator to provide power to pump water into the tanks if the power is out for an extended period of time.  In the summer months we use about 400,000 gallons of water per day.  In the summertime we could run out of water in one day. 

Mayor Peterson reported that we have 218 water hookups and used about 64 million gallons of water last year.  The water rights we own can provide 310 cubic feet per year or about 101 million gallons.  We have about 35 million gallons that we are not currently using.  This is enough water to add about 100 homes to our water system.  We are using about 30 million gallons annually for watering lawns and gardens.  Installing a pressurized irrigation system would make available additional water for future development.  A pressurized irrigation system would cost about 4 million dollars.  
For each new subdivided lot that is approved we are collecting $2,000.00 in lieu of providing water.  It is to be used for purchasing additional water rights.  We will annually evaluate the need to increase the fee charged for the water rights.  

12.  Discuss and approve Utah Transportation Coalition Agreement.   

Mayor Peterson reported that the Utah Transportation Coalition is a lobby group for the Utah State Legislature that is being set up to obtain additional funding for Utah municipalities.  The Utah League of Cities and Towns and the Salt Lake Chamber are organizing the coalition.  They are asking Central Valley Town to sign an agreement and provide $10.00 to support the group.  The council discussed the agreement and has some concerns about the support that Central Valley would receive.  David Nielson agreed to call and discuss the concerns with Abby Albrecht of the group.  Approval was tabled until we can consider the additional information from Abby.

13.  Noise Ordinance Discussion.

In follow-up of our past discussions regarding the need for a noise ordinance, David Nielson talked with Richfield City concerning their noise ordinance.  They have a good one.  The Richfield ordinance was placed in the packet and reviewed by the council.  David suggested that an agricultural exemption be added.  He stated that the rest of the ordinance would work quite well for Central Valley.  David asked the council to review the information from the Richfield ordinance and make comments.  The council needs to decide if the noise requirements should be included in the Land Use Ordinance or made a separate ordinance.  The council will also need to decide if a public hearing is necessary.  
14.  Discuss and approve meeting schedules for next year. 

As part of the Open and Public Meeting Act we are required to annually publish a schedule of our meetings for the coming year.  The Planning Commission has decided to keep the same meeting schedule they had last year.  They will meet on the first Wednesday of each month at 7:30 p.m.  Mayor Peterson asked for discussion of the meeting schedule for next year.  The council decided to keep the same meeting schedule for next year.  Charles Evans made a motion to keep the meeting schedule the same for next year.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.   Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  Allen will get the notice for next years meeting published in the Richfield Reaper as required.  The town council will continue meeting the third Wednesday of each month at 7:30 p.m.
15.  Open and Public Meetings, required Annual Training.  

Allen Henningson presented the required annual training for the Open and Public Meeting Act.  This training is required by section 52-4-201 of the act.  Allen reviewed the section in the League's Powers and Duties Handbook on the Open and Public Meetings Act, including information on closed meetings and public meeting notifications.  We are also required to post our agendas on the Utah Public Meetings website.  All meetings of the town are to be open to the public and all deliberations must be conducted openly.  A meeting is defined as the convening of a public body when a quorum is present.  The law requires that written minutes be kept of all meetings, they should be available to the public within a reasonable time after the meeting.  All meetings must also be recorded.  It is a criminal offence to knowingly or intentionally violate the Open and Public Meetings Act.  
 

16.  Approval of monthly expenditures.  Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the October expenditures.  David Nielson stated that cemetery and principal were misspelled in the monthly financial statement.  Becky Bastian made a motion to approve the October expenditures as described.  David Nielson seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.    

17.  Council Members Reports.
David Nielson reported that new employees Bruce Riddle and Scott Thomsen have been busy getting the road equipment ready for the winter.  Scott has bladed the gravel on 400 North.  He did an excellent job.  Wilma Ames asked if the Bike Path would be continued on through town.  She also stated that the bike path needed additional signs.  David explained the county did not plan to install additional signs on the bike path.  They do have plans to extend the bike path into Richfield, but will depend on the availability of funding.  
Byran Brown reported that the Planning Commission is continuing to work on the General Plan.  There will not be a Planning Commission meeting in December.  The Planning Commission is also working on the Water Source Protection Plan.  They have invited Mike Grimlie and John Chartier of the Health Department to the January Planning Commission meeting.  They will help with updating our Water Source Protection Plan.  The meeting may be changed to Tuesday or Thursday to accommodate their schedule.
Becky Bastian thanked Bruce and Scott for helping get the nets down at the baseball field and for helping get the restrooms and water systems ready for winter. 
Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for the month.  He reported that a power pole at the pumps near Meacham Springs had a burned cable again.  Rocky Mountain Power has repaired the problem.  Since this is the third time it has happened we need to find out what is causing it.  Our power bill for the pumps is about $3,000.00 a month in the summer.  Charles suggested that there maybe to much power coming through the lines.  He will work to try to determine the problem.

Mayor Peterson reported that he had obtained a copy of a letter that the health department had sent to Jack Hansen regarding the vacant lot to the west of his lot with the home.  The letter states that a perk test was taken for the lot.  The lot will be acceptable for a home if the septic system is approved by the health department.  Mayor Peterson reported that a letter will be sent to Jack that approves the variance for the vacant lot.

Mayor Peterson thanked Scott Thomsen and Bruce Riddle for their super work. 

18.  Adjournment.  Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn.  Becky Bastian made a motion to adjourn, Bryan Brown seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Becky Bastian voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:50  p.m.
