10. Amendment to the Fiscal Year 2013-2014 Budget – Bruce Riddle, Assistant City 

Administrator/Finance Director 

Assistant City Administrator/Finance Director Riddle presented and reviewed the Fiscal 

Year 2014 budget amendments.  Director Riddle made note that the golf course is facing some 

challenges and is not able to run on the current model.  Currently they are monitoring revenues 

and tightly guarding expenses going out.  Director Riddle explained the reserves have been spent 

down in the golf fund and depending on how operations run this year it may go into unbalance.   

Director Riddle explained various options to keep the golf budget solvent for the year. 

Councilmember Sorensen asked when determination would be needed. Director Riddle stated a 

formalized budget item could be done tonight, but will not know the exact dollar amount until 

the end of July.  Councilmember Creer stated he would prefer an administrative transfer versus 

an equipment fund transfer. Councilmember Child concurred.  Councilmember Sorensen thanked 

Director Riddle and Staff for their hard work on balancing budget.
