1. CALL TO ORDER: Chairwoman Ward. 
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Chairwoman Ward.
3. APPROVAL OF AUGUST PLANNING AND ZONING MEETING MINUTES: Chairwoman Ward asked for a motion to approve the Minutes from the August meeting. Chris Archibald moved to approve the Minutes from August 7, 2025. Brenda Pugh seconded the motion. All were in favor.
4. PUBLIC MEETING ON UPDATED ANNEXATION POLICY PLAN AND REVISED MAP: Heidi Loveland said as part of the Annexation Policy Plan update, Planning & Zoning needed to hold a public meeting where all the affected entities were invited to attend to make any suggestions for changes. She also emailed the Annexation Policy Plan to Will Leigh, the town attorney, who made some changes. She presented the latest version to the commission for approval.
Heidi Loveland reviewed the criteria used for considering annexation and the amended map. Loveland said the next step will be the public hearings in October. After the ordinance has been signed, she will send the new map and plan to Iron County. Eric Carpenter asked if a survey will be required with an application. Loveland said a survey is required with the application. She said the annexation packet was ready and gave it to Eric Carpenter to start working on. Loveland briefly reviewed what was included in the annexation packet. The instructions outline what the petitioners, Iron County, and the town, need to do. She told Carpenter to contact her if he had any questions. 
Chairwoman Ward asked for a motion to approve the Annexation Policy Plan and map and move forward with the public hearings. Brenda Pugh moved to approve the Annexation Policy Plan and map. Chris Archibald seconded the motion. All were in favor.
5. REVIEW SUBDIVISION PLAN PROCESS: Heidi Loveland said she met with Bud Jenson, and he is still preparing his new subdivision plan here in Kanarraville. She answered some questions Jenson had on the subdivision application process and informed him that he could schedule a pre-application meeting with the Subdivision Review Committee before applying if he wanted. This committee will include: the Town Clerk, Mayor Allred and Kim Ward. He can request a pre-application meeting only after his 
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official plat map has been drafted. This map should include the proposed number of parcels, roads, setbacks, septics, etc. Loveland reminded the commission they will not be involved in the process unless a variance, lot line adjustment, or zoning change is requested. Jenson could do a variance at the same time as the application; however, he can’t finish the application process until the variance has been approved. Jenson will also be required to submit a zoning request letter as part of the process so his proposed zoning can be approved. 
Heidi Loveland presented a brief overview of the Subdivision Application checklist and application. It is quite a process and would take some time. Loveland asked if there were any questions. Chris Archibald recommended having a county building official present at the final approval meeting with the Subdivision Review Committee. Loveland agreed and reminded Kim Ward that she could appoint anyone she wanted from the commission to be a part of the process.
6. ANNOUNCEMENTS: Heidi Loveland reminded the commission about Town Board meeting next week and said there are several water department items on the agenda.
7. ADJOURN: Chairwoman Ward asked for a motion to adjourn. Brenda Pugh moved to adjourn. Chris Archibald seconded the motion. All were in favor.
The meeting adjourns at 7:22 pm.
