Carine states that Jefferson will be late to this meeting due to a groundbreaking. EDTIF Updates

PPI America Inc.

Carine confirms that Marcus from PPI America Inc. is on the call and will be presenting on behalf of the company. Marcus provides an overview of PPI America Inc., including its history in Cedar City and projected growth. Carine Clark thanks Marcus and then turns the time over to Daniel Royal from GOEO to provide an overview of the project. Dan further introduces the company. 

Carine Clark confirms that David Johnson from Iron County is present and asks if he would like to offer any additional comments. David expresses excitement about having this project in their area and offers support to the company as needed. Carine then asks the board if they have any questions.

With no further questions or comments, Daniel Royal read the motion, and a roll-call vote was taken. 

Proposed Motion
The Governor's Office of Economic Opportunity Board recommends PPI America Inc. for a REDTIF post-performance refundable tax incentive. This incentive is not to exceed 5 years and a 30% reduction in state tax paid on new state tax revenue above the baseline established for the preceding 12 months. New state revenue is projected to be $3,307,512 over 5 years.

Clint Morris makes the motion and Jesse Turley seconds. Aye votes were recorded from Carine Clark, Clint Morris, Brigham Tomco, Jesse Turley, and Vic Hockett. No nay votes were recorded, and the motion passed. 

Congratulations were given for the successful approval of the company’s EDTIF.

Stadler US Inc.

Proposed Motion
The Governor's Office of Economic Opportunity Board recommends Stadler US Inc. for an EDTIF post-performance refundable tax incentive. This incentive is not to exceed 15 years and a 25% reduction in state tax paid on new state tax revenue above the baseline established for the preceding 12 months. New state revenue is projected to be $8,117,750 over 15 years.

Vic Hockett makes the motion and Brigham Tomco seconds. Aye votes were recorded from Carine Clark, Clint Morris, Brigham Tomco, Jesse Turley, and Vic Hockett. No nay votes were recorded, and the motion passed. 

Congratulations were given for the successful approval of the company’s EDTIF.

J.B. Hunt Transport Inc.

This incentive is not to exceed 8 years and a 15% reduction in state tax paid on new state tax revenue above the baseline established for the preceding 12 months. New state revenue is projected to be $2,778,428 over 8 years.

Brigham Tomco makes the motion and Clint Morris seconds. Aye votes were recorded from Carine Clark, Clint Morris, Brigham Tomco, Jesse Turley, and Vic Hockett. No nay votes were recorded, and the motion passed.

New state revenue is projected to be $1,655,919 over 8 years.
