APPROVAL OF MINUTES

THE MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF OCTOBER 15, 2014 WERE APPROVED AS WRITTEN ON A MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCOTT, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SUMMERS AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED.

FORMER AGENDA ITEMS FOLLOW-UP – COMMISSIONERS

USU Education Center Bonding – Chairman Tingey

Chairman Tingey stated the commission would like to send a letter to Brigham City Mayor Tyler Vincent, supporting the bonding for the USU Education Center expansion.  He said the expansion will be a great addition and benefit to Box Elder County.  
MOTION:  Commissioner Summers made a motion to send a letter of support to Brigham City Mayor Vincent for the bonding of the USU Education Center expansion.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City commented concerning the public education system.  She encouraged the commissioners to reverse course and restore limited government.  She said she is opposed to the Bookmobile and asked the commissioners to not renew the contract.  Ms. Hardy stated when we move away from correct principles it becomes socialism; we need to turn away from socialism.
CASSIA COUNTY BOOKMOBILE SERVICE CONTRACT – JENICA BAGGS
Commission Secretary Rebecca Dilg stated the contract is the same as last year.   Cassia County is very appreciative of the services Box Elder County provides for them with the Bookmobile.
MOTION:  Commissioner Summers made a motion to authorize the chairman to sign the contract with Cassia County for Bookmobile services.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.
VON HILL/GREAT BASIN SUBDIVISION – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons explained the Great Basin Subdivision is located near Plymouth. It is a three-lot subdivision and has been through all the necessary department reviews.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the Great Basin Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
SHEILA FLINT/FLINT’S SMALL SUBDIVISION – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons stated the Flint’s Small Subdivision is a one-lot subdivision north of Plymouth on Gunsight Peak Road. It has been through all necessary department reviews.
MOTION: Commissioner Summers made a motion to approve the Flint’s Small Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.
UTAH STATE PARKS OHV & WILLARD BAY UPDATE – JAMES MORGAN

James Morgan of Utah State Parks updated the commissioners on Willard Bay.  He reported they have recovered from the Chevron oil spill.  Fantasy at the Bay will be a little different as they are contracting with Modern Display for the lights.  He stated they are always looking for partnering opportunities. He gave an update on the county-wide trails and stated there are grants available from the registration fees for off-highway vehicles.  Mr. Morgan thanked the commissioners for their continued support.  

 “WATERS OF THE U.S.” CLEAN WATER ACT LETTER – COMMISSIONERS/BILL GILSON

Road Supervisor Bill Gilson asked the commission to approve a letter of opposition to be sent to the E.P.A. for the Waters of the U.S. Clean Water Act.  He stated the new proposed rule changes and defines rules for municipalities and private companies.  The changes will bog down the system and pose problems with the permitting process when working on or near waterways.  It adds a lot of extra paperwork and other issues.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to sign the letter of opposition to the proposed rule on definition of Waters of the U.S. under the Clean Water Act.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.

ROAD DEPARTMENT TO CONSTRUCT FIRE BREAKS – BILL GILSON

Road Supervisor Bill Gilson explained the memorandum of understanding is with the Utah Division of Forestry and Fire to put in two fire breaks to mitigate the risk of catastrophic fire to homes, grazing lands, wildlife habitat and high value structures on state and private land. 
MOTION:  Commissioner Summers made a motion to approve the MOU with the Utah Division of Forestry, Fire, and State Lands.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.
RURAL PUBLIC LANDS COUNTY COUNCIL 2015 CONTRACT – COMMISSION

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to table the Rural Public Lands County Council 2015 Contract.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
TENTATIVE BUDGET – TOM KOTTER

Auditor Tom Kotter presented the tentative budget highlighting the following items. The Marble Hills Special Improvement District has served its purpose and is done. The CIP Committee accepted all the capital improvement recommendations.  There is a proposed 2.1 percent cost of living increase, and a 9.31 percent increase in the health insurance.  Expenditures projected are $27,846,798.00. The RDA budget is $5,749,290.00, bringing the total county budget to $33,596,088.00.  In comparison to last year, there is a five percent increase which is primarily from personnel costs.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to accept the 2015 Tentative Budget.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
