Citizen comments: 
	There were no live comments at the meeting, so Steve briefed the board members about several calls that had come in since the last meeting.
· There were calls from SE Utah Public Health and Moab Public Health about a human west nile case that ended up being a false alarm and the person tested negative for WNV but just had similar symptoms and there was some miscommunication between the local and regional public health departments.
· There was also a report of mosquitoes at the ball parks that we were worried could be Aedes aegypti but after further investigation it was more likely that they came from various small sources in private resident’s yards as well as a broken fountain in front of city hall.

· Manager’s Report:
[bookmark: _Hlk160197782]Updates and operations presented by Steve Sheaffer:
· July was extremely hot and dry without a single precipitation event of any significance. The water levels in the wetlands remain extremely low for the time of year and might actually currently be lower than at any point during the last three years. The only consistent mosquito production comes from the series of small ponds along the eastern edge of the wetlands. It appears that DNR crews are working to create fire breaks and remove a lot of the dead vegetation, especially at the southern end of the wetland, which is certainly a good idea under the current conditions. With conditions so dry out in the wetlands the crew has shifted more efforts to 

· The UTV owned by the district suffered a mechanical failure in the rear differential that has led to it being out of commission most of the month while the parts are on order. The failure probably could have been prevented if we had done a better job with routine maintenance and checking the vehicle over more thoroughly. We’re going to look at our maintenance policies and make some changes to be sure things like fluid levels get checked more often. Thankfully we will be doing the work to replace the broken parts ourselves which will save thousands of dollars and avoid the high repair costs and long wait times we’ve experienced at local repair shops.

· The Utah Division of Water Quality inspected our facility and examined our records for vehicles, equipment and pesticide applications to ensure compliance with our UDPES permitting/licensing. Although the inspection came during a somewhat busy time of year for us it was not as hard as it would have been in 2023 or 2024. I haven’t heard any further feedback from UDWQ, and it seems that the only problem that was noted and needed to fix was a records issue related to our larval control treatments. We need to have wind speed and direction categories added to our daily application record forms. This was something that we did have on the paper forms I made in 2023, but then it somehow didn’t get added to the new forms that our GIS provider helped us make when we went digital with everything in August 2023. Note that the mosquito adulticide application forms we use do include the required wind speed, direction, and air temperature records and there was no issue with how we record those adult mosquito treatments where drift is more of an issue than it is with our granular larval treatments. Although now that we’re making more larval applications with the drone it will be more important to include that information.
· Surveillance: Ben Wanamaker presented the surveillance report for the month of July telling the board that mosquito numbers remain relatively low compared to the previous seasons. Mosquito numbers fell sharply after the drone larvicide applications that were done in late June and have risen and fallen slightly in the following weeks seemingly due to weather conditions more so than any new production because there are so few sources that are holding water in the wetlands at the present time.

Board member concerns:
	Tim asked Ben and other Moab MAD staff about Aedes spp. mosquito eggs and what conditions are required for them to hatch and release larvae into water. He opined and discussed with district staff about the similarities between the mosquito genre that leave dormant eggs behind such as Aedes/Ochlerotatus and the various species of fairy shrimps that exist in the areas surrounding Moab.
