


The regular meeting of the Orderville Town Board was held Wednesday, September 3, 2025, at 7:00 p.m. in the basement of the Orderville Town Office.  
Those present were:  Mayor Lyle Goulding, Council Members: Susan Esplin, Marianne Leigh, Rory Hatch and Shaun Sharkey.
Employees present Chelcie Cox -Treasurer, Breanna Crofts-Town Clerk, Chris Esplin -Building Inspector and Verl Sawyer – Public Works Director.

Mayor Lyle Goulding called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the August, 6 2025 & August 19, 2025 meetings were reviewed. Susan Esplin motioned to approve the minutes. Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Bills were presented for payment.  Susan Esplin motioned to pay the bills.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

BUSINESS:
1. PUBLIC HEARING - UPDATED TOWN OF ORDERVILLE MUNICIPAL CODE Paul Anderson from Sunrise Engineering was present for any question. No public comment. Public Hearing was closed at 7:02 p.m.
2. APPROVE/DENY ADOPTING UPDATED TOWN OF ORDERVILLE MUNICIPAL CODE The board discussed enforcement, especially for health and safety issues and business compliance. Current practice is to address code violations upon written complaint; future enforcement mechanisms (such as hiring an enforcement officer) were discussed but not decided. The board agreed that having an updated code is a crucial first step, with enforcement policies to be developed. Marianne Leigh motioned to approve the updated Town of Orderville Municipal Code. Susan Esplin seconded the motion. Ayes: Susan Esplin, Rory Hatch, Shaun Sharkey, Marianne Leigh, & Mayor Lyle Goulding. Motion carries five to zero. 
3. COMPLAINT/DISCUSSION ON FLOODING DOWN 100 SOUTH STREET Kobe & Priscilla Shatto was present and shared a previous complaint from September of 2024.  The resident described personal efforts to mitigate flooding and requested town action. The board discussed the history of drainage and sidewalk installation, noting complications from past roadwork and changes to irrigation systems. The board agreed to consult an engineer (Russ Sorensen with Sunrise) to assess and propose solutions for the drainage issue.
4. UPDATE ON PARK PROJECT – PARK COMMITTEE The park committee reported progress and clarified that initial cost estimates were high; actual bids for some components (e.g., concession stands) are significantly lower. Discussion focused on the need for engineered plans before proceeding with major dirt work and construction, especially to address concerns about drainage, slope stability, and adjacent property impacts. The board agreed that engineered plans are necessary for responsible use of funds and to ensure project longevity. A special meeting was scheduled for September 22nd at 4:00 PM to open bids for the bathroom/concession building and to discuss hiring Sunrise Engineering for further plans. The board discussed grant deadlines and agreed to communicate with grant committees if extensions are needed.



DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:

Streets and Roads – No business.  
Parks, Recreation, and Cemeteries – Blocks have been ordered for temporary wall; some blocks will be used for the walking path to the elementary school on 100 E.  
Buildings and Fire Department – The county is conducting a feasibility study for a county-wide fire district. The board will follow the fire chief’s recommendations and is cautious about property and funding implications.
Water Department – Scada updates coming within the next week. 
Administration – The "Text My Gov" system will launch on September 15th, allowing residents to receive information and notifications via text. Audit preparations are underway for November.
Other necessary items – No business.
Executive Session – No business.
