


REGULAR MEETING OF THE GLENWOOD TOWN COUNCIL
Wednesday, September 10, 2025
Glenwood Town Hall – 7:00 p.m.



PRESENT:  Acting Mayor: Councilmember Randal Peterson, Councilmember Cheryl Hendrickson and Councilmember Kenra Martinez.

Mayor Joey Rickenbach and Councilmember Doug Nowers were excused.

1. WELCOME

2. OPENING REMARKS:  Councilmember Hendrickson

3.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion to approve minutes from the August meeting was given by Councilmember Hendrickson and seconded by Councilmember Martinez.  Unanimous votes for approval were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez and Councilmember Peterson.  Motion carried.    

5. PENDING BUSINESS:  Councilmember Hendrickson remarked that she had received complaints about the traffic on 200 North being created by the new rentals up the canyon.  She wondered if there was anything Glenwood Town could do about it.  Acting Mayor Peterson explained that the rentals were on private property located in the county, so Glenwood Town had no authority to act on the complaint.  He further explained that Glenwood streets were for public use.  
The question of whether or not the electric grid in Glenwood Town could handle the charging of electric vehicles was brought up by Councilmember Hendrickson.  She was reminded that Glenwood Town does not distribute electricity, and that questions would have to be addressed to Rocky Mountain Power.   

6. RESOLUTION #273-6-25 – To Cancel Municipal Elections:  Following a review of the proposed resolution, motion to approve Resolution 273-9-25 was made by Councilmember Martinez and seconded by Councilmember Hendrickson.  Affirmative votes for approval were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, and Councilmember Peterson.  Motion carried.   
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7. PARK:  Councilmember Hendrickson reported that the lawns were looking much better in the park.  She stated that a tree growing in the gutter needed to be sprayed, and that the gutter corner needed to be swept out in order to make it more ADA compliant.

8. ZONING:  a.  Planning & Zoning Commission - Copies of the proposed Subdivision Ordinance were distributed for review to Town Council members by Clerk Bybee. A public hearing will be scheduled for October.  

9. CULINARY WATER:  It was reported that the master meters had not yet been installed.

10. STREETS:  No business.

11. FLOOD CHANNEL/DEBRIS BASIN DAM:  No business.

12. CEMETERY:  Councilmember Martinez reported that both cemeteries were very weedy.  She wondered what could be done beyond what the employees were doing.  She asked about sterilization, or perhaps hiring someone to clean up especially the Pioneer Cemetery which looked the worst.  Councilmember Peterson suggested waiting till the Mayor could be in attendance to discuss the matter.

13.  ANIMAL CONTROL:  Councilmember Martinez said she would check to confirm that an animal clinic date had been set for 2026. 

14. TREASURER BUSINESS:  a.  Approval of Bills to be Paid – Bills to be paid were reviewed.  Motion to approve payment of bills was made by Councilmember Martinez.  Second was given by Councilmember Hendrickson and motion carried following unanimous voting by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez and Councilmember Peterson.

15. ADJOURNMENT:  Motion to adjourn the meeting was given by Councilmember Martinez and seconded by Councilmember Hendrickson.  Unanimous votes to adjourn were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez and Councilmember Peterson.  Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
