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Welcome by Chairman, Brad Giles at 7:00pm.  

1.	Review and Approval of Minutes (September 18 and October 16, 2014)
Motion was made by Jeff Tuttle and seconded by JR Nelson to approve the minutes of September 18.  All those present voted for.

Motion was made by Jeff Tuttle and seconded by JR Nelson to approve the minutes of October 16.  All those present voted for.

2.	Public Comments – Comments From the Public on Items Not on Agenda
	There were none.
	
3.	Citizen Concern – Discussion of Secondary Water – Danny/Marie Johnson
	Jacob informed the board that Danny & Marie Johnson have complained this past summer about not having any secondary water at all.  They had asked to be on the agenda tonight, but they are not here.
	
	Jacob explained that the Johnson’s live up past the old flour mill at 637 West, 400 North in Huntington.  They are the closest to the pond, the first connection on the system.  They have never had any pressure; they have their own gravity pump system.  Jacob stated that the pond has water; it is higher than the Johnson’s, so it is unlikely that they have no water.

	Originally, Jacob spoke with the Johnson’s about purchasing a 4-inch line and tying on to the District’s pump system.  Jacob has since found out that their connection is not in the city limits.  A portion of their property is in city limits, but their home is not.  It is unclear why they have a secondary connection.  It was probably granted for an easement.  The Johnson’s are taking the stance that since they have a connection, it is implied that there should be water.

	Hilary stated that a secondary water connection was installed at the Johnson’s years ago, after a verbal agreement between the Johnson’s and Darrel Leamaster.  

Hilary informed the board that Marie Johnson is adamant about getting water and has plans to petition the neighborhood.  Hilary has invited them to annex into the city, but they will not.

	Craig stated that an implied agreement will not work.  There has to be a written agreement; it has to be spelled out specifically and recorded.  We have no obligation.

4.	Discussion of 2014 Construction Projects 
	a.	2014 Drainage Project
Jacob stated that Nielson Construction has completed the project.  The final inspection was November 3.  They did go over on time; however, as discussed previously, we traded valve box reconstruction, manhole reconstruction, concrete work, striping and gravel for time.  They were awarded substantial completion.

Jacob explained that Nielson Construction overran approximately $54,000, but as shown on the tracking sheet, some of this was added work.  We ended up going over $35,000 for asphalt and concrete.

Nielson Construction has punch list items that include bad asphalt work in Orangeville that they will have to patch next spring.  We have finalized out the project, but will be holding on to the retainage.

Jacob stated that we will have a final change order to zero out quantities next month.

Pay Estimate #6 is $73,952.23 with $3,892.22 being held in retainage.  

	b.	2014 Curb & Gutter Project
Jacob stated that B Hansen Construction has finished work in Cleveland and moved on to Elmo.  They will have to come back to Cleveland to fix the fence that was removed.  

B Hansen Construction has been sent a letter about being over on time and liquidated damages; we will be negotiating with them.  They do have some time coming to them, but we are not sure it will be enough.  We also may have to shut them down due to weather.  We are waiting for their response.

Pay Estimate #7 is $58,987.13 with $3,104.59 being held in retainage.  They are 88% complete with their time that expired on November 6.

Merrial stated that change order #3 that was not approved last month is for work they did on SR10 in Huntington.  They were given until November 6.

Motion was made by Hilary Gordon and seconded by Trent Jackson to approve change order #3 in the amount of $20,809.   Motion carried by roll call vote:  Jeff Tuttle – yes; Gary Price, - yes; Kent Wilson– yes; Trent Jackson – yes; Michael Taylor – yes; Hilary Gordon – yes; JR Nelson – yes; Brent Hadfield – yes; Roger Swenson – yes.


	c.	2014 Funding Review
Jacob reviewed the funding handout stating that we are now showing approximately $13,500 contingency.  We have $10,000 committed for the fencing in Cleveland.

5.	Consideration and Approval of 2015 Preliminary Budgets
Jacob stated that we reviewed this last month, but there was not a quorum.  However, this budget was approved in Commission meeting.  

After review of the 2015 Preliminary General Budget, 2015 Preliminary Capital Project Budget and 2015 Preliminary Debt Service Budget, motion was made by Hilary Gordon and seconded by Trent Jackson to approve the 2015 Preliminary Budgets.   Motion carried by roll call vote:  Jeff Tuttle – yes; Gary Price, - yes; Kent Wilson– yes; Trent Jackson – yes; Michael Taylor – yes; Hilary Gordon – yes; JR Nelson – yes; Brent Hadfield – yes; Roger Swenson – yes.

6.	Consideration and Approval of 2014 Amended Budgets
Jacob reviewed the 2014 Amended Budget.  He stated that he is confident that we will remain within the budget and will probably be under.

Jacob reminded the board that earlier this year, we discussed that if we came under budget, we could do a bonus for the employees.  This topic was purposely left of the agenda, because we wanted to make sure there were not any unplanned expenses in December.

JR commented that he is in favor of this bonus.  Good employees with knowledge and loyalty are worth a bonus.

Brad stated that the District has good employees and they performed well this year.

After review of the 2014 Amended General Budget, 2014 Amended Capital Project Budget and 2014 Amended Debt Service Budget, motion was made by Hilary Gordon and seconded by JR Nelson to approve the 2014 Amended Budgets. 7.	Consideration and Approval of 2015 Final Budgets
Jacob reviewed the changes on the 2015 General Fund Budget.

8.	Discussion and Award of Contract for Ferron Water Treatment Plant
Merrial stated that the contract/feasibility study is $350,000.  This would include overseeing construction, electrical engineering, mechanical engineering, design and survey costs.  Merrial explained that this is one contract in a lump sum.

Kent asked what the percentage is.  It was agreed that the percentage is 14.8%.  

Jacob stated he was a little surprised that this contract would be a lump sum.  Typically, we do an engineering contract and an inspection contract with time and materials not to exceed a particular amount.  

Brent stated that it is unusual for the designer to be the inspector.  Johansen & Tuttle would have total control over how many days they would give the contractor.

Jacob stated that we need to enter into a contract with Johansen & Tuttle Engineering for design soon.  

Merrial said they would be ready May or June, 2015.

Motion was made by JR Nelson and seconded by Hilary Gordon that we accept the Johansen & Tuttle Engineering contract with the design being a lump sum and the inspection being time and materials not to exceed a particular amount. 9.	Manager’s Report
	a.	Discussion of Ferron Gasoline Leak
Jacob informed the board that there were complaints of a gas smell in a storm drain line in Ferron.  There was a black, oily residue on the water that was traced up a drain line between Gilly’s and the Mayor’s park.  

The Sherriff’s office was called to make sure levels of gas were not explosive.  They took a statement from the District’s employee Garrett Hansen, then submitted a report to David Ariotti, Regional Engineer for the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).  

Because of the location of the drain and the smell of the gas, the DEQ ordered the owner to do an integrity test on the fuel lines.  The test took place Tuesday.  They found a leak on the premium fuel line.  

Since they found a leak, they will serve the owner a notice of violation from the state.  They have shut that line off for now.  We are awaiting direction from the Division of Water Quality.  

	b.	Discussion of Mill Ditch Water Right 
Jacob stated that he met with Clyde Magnuson and Craig Johansen.  There has been no funding acquired as of yet.  Cottonwood Creek Canal Irrigation Company (CCCIC) has been inquiring, but have not had any success.  

The Bureau of Reclamation will not accept an amended application.  The CCCIC will not withdraw the funding and reapply.  Mill Ditch has no organization and they seem to be relying on CCCIC to find funding.  If no funding is found and the Mill Ditch isn’t included in a project, we could lose the water right.  

This discussion will remain ongoing.

	c.	Discussion of Fire Hydrant Testing 
Jacob stated that last month we discussed the letters that came in from the Insurance Systems Officer (ISO).  Most of the cities were downgraded, which does not seem right, because nothing has changed.

Jacob stated that when the ISO was here, we gave him the model data that we had for Castle Dale and Orangeville.  The ISO asked only for Clawson’s numbers.  
These reports came back showing inadequate flows of the fire hydrants.  Jacob called to ask where these numbers came from.  We are still waiting for a response.  Jacob stated that they are calling for 3,000 gallons per minute flow, which he thinks is high.  

Michael commented that they do have trucks that can pump up to 3,000 gallons per minute.

Jacob said that the state regulation varies, but the rule of thumb for fire flow is approximately 1000gpm for two hours.  The higher flow locations would increase around schools, churches and commercial buildings.

It was agreed that everyone would find out what they can and were invited to attend fire district meetings the second Monday of the month at 5:30pm in the Box Room, in the Court House.

	d.	Discussion and Approval of Sanitary Sewer Management Plan
Jacob reviewed the plan.

Motion was made by Trent Jackson and seconded by Jeff Tuttle to approve the Sanitary Sewer Management Plan, Resolution #112014A.  All those present voted for.

10.	General Operational Items
Trent stated that Joe Trenery wanted him to ask the board to hold Nielson Construction more accountable for their work.

JR stated that his term as a board member will be up next month.

11.	Approval of Vouchers (October 16 and November 20, 2014)
Motion was made by Jeff Tuttle and seconded by Gary Price to approve the October 16th vouchers.
