Agenda Item 4.  Discuss/approve/deny: RODEO CONTRACT BID
The council reviewed three bids submitted by Broken Heart Rodeo Company, Rex Malolo, and Diamond H Rodeo.  The bid from Rex Malolo was deemed incomplete and was therefore dismissed.  After discussion of the two remaining proposals, the council voted to award the contract to Broken Heart Rodeo, noting their successful performance the previous year and their ability to provide a strong event that attracts both contestants and spectators. Agenda Item 5.  Discuss/approve/deny:  CONCRETE PAD PROJECT 
The city only had one bid returned from Silver Spur Construction.
COUNCIL MEMBER KAY MOVED TO APPROVE TO ACCEPT THE BID FOR THE CONCRETE PAD PROJECT USING SILVER SPUR CONSTRUCTION; MOTION SECONDED BY COUNCIL MEMBER G WILSON AND CARRIED.  ROLL CALL VOTE: COUNCIL MEMBER BEAGLEY – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER KAY – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER D WILSON – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER G WILSON - AYE.

Agenda Item 6.  Discuss/approve/deny:  SIDEWALK/APPROACH BIDS
Two bids were received from Los Aviles LLC and B Hansen.  Zoning Administrator Gary Arrington reported that the work needed to begin as soon as possible.  Following the contractor walkthrough, it was noted that Los Aviles could begin work immediately, while B Hansen would likely not be able to start until the following spring.

Agenda Item 7.  Discuss/approve/deny:  CEMETERY FENCING REPAIR QUOTE
COUNCIL MEMBER D WILSON reported damage to the cemetery wall and presented a repair estimate from the original installer.  MAYOR NORTON recommended tabling the item until the October council meeting to allow time for the insurance adjuster to determine whether the repair could be covered by a claim.
COUNCIL MEMBER BEAGLEY MOTIONED TO TABLE THE CEMETERY FENCING REPAIR; MOTION SECONDED BY COUNCIL MEMBER KAY AND CARRIED.  

Agenda Item 8.  Discuss/approve/deny:  Estimate on Pickleball court installation
COUNCIL MEMBER BEAGLEY reported that he had contacted four companies for estimates, but only one company responded.  He presented their proposal, which included several options.  Following discussion, the council agreed to proceed with the elite option, contingent upon securing grant funding to assist with the overall cost.
COUNCIL MEMBER D WILSON MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE PICKLEBALL BID CONTINGENT ON SECURING GRANT FUNDING; MOTION SECONDED BY MILLER AND CARRIED. Agenda Item 9.  Discuss/approve/deny:  BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS APPLICATIONS
MAYOR NORTON reported that Brad Hansen, currently an alternate from Planning and Zoning Commission, was asked to serve on the Board of Adjustments and accepted.  No applications or interest were received from the public.  COUNCIL MEMBER G WILSON inquired about the duties of the Board of Adjustments.  It was explained that the board hears requests from residents seeking adjustments to zoning requirements and forwards recommendations to Planning and Zoning which then brings them to the City Council for final consideration.




Agenda Item 10.   Discuss/approve/deny:  PLANNING AND ZONING APPLICATIONS
MAYOR NORTON reported that one application was turned in for the Planning and Zoning Commission, Patrick Fehlberg.
COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE APPLICATION FROM PATRICK FEHLBERG TO SERVE ON PLANNING AND ZONING; MOTION SECONDED BY G WILSON AND CARRIED.

Agenda Item 11.  Discuss/approve/deny:  SECRET SANTA WITH CASTLE COUNTY RADIO
Aiden Mortensen from Castle County Radio presented the annual agreement to place the Secret Santa mailbox in front of City Hall and requested council approval.  City Treasurer Ronni Torre reported that Mr. Automotive offered to share the cost of the advertising package, providing the city with half of the 500 thirty-second messages to be used for Heritage Days.
COUNCIL MEMBER BEAGLEY APPROVED TO SPLIT THE COST WITH MR. AUTOMOTIVE; MOTION SECONDED BY MILLER AND CARRIED. ROLL CALL VOTE: COUNCIL MEMBER BEAGLEY – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER KAY – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER D WILSON – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER G WILSON - AYE.
 
Agenda Item 12.  Discuss/approve/deny:  RAILING AT RODEO GROUNDS
MAYOR NORTON informed the council that legal council advised the city to either repair the racetrack railing and plan for future maintenance, or remove it entirely.  A volunteer offered to provide time and materials to repair the east side; however, current scheduling does not allow the full removal by the city at this time.  After discussion, the council agreed to have the volunteer remove the east side railing and to develop a plan for removing the remainder of the racetrack railing.  A sign will be posted stating that the racetrack is unsafe for use.
COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER MOTIONED TO REMOVE THE EAST SIDE AND COME UP WITH A CITY SCHEDULE FOR THE REMOVAL OF THE RACEWAY; MOTION SECONDED BY COUNCIL MEMBER BEAGLEY AND CARRIED.

Agenda Item 13.  Discuss/approve/deny: PURCHASE OF WATER SHARES
Mayor Norton informed the council that an individual owning 52 water shares has agreed to sell them to the city.  The city has made an offer, which the individual accepted.  He is currently locating the share certificate.
COUNCIL MEMBER G WILSON MOTIONED TO PURCHASE THE WATER SHARES; MOTION SECONDED BY COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER AND CARRIED.  ROLL CALL VOTE: COUNCIL MEMBER BEAGLEY – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER KAY – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER MILLER – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER D WILSON – AYE, COUNCIL MEMBER G WILSON - AYE.

Agenda Item 14. Mayor’s report
Mayor Norton reported that the city server is failing and a replacement is being considered from Emery Telcom.  Residents are encouraged to clean up their yards and be respectful of differences.  The burn pile is full and will be burned soon to allow for more fall cleanup.  The dump is for Huntington residents and must be used properly.  Mayor Norton thanked city employees for their hard work and noted upcoming projects, including holiday events and the sewer project.

Agenda Item 17. Council’s Reports
Tom Kay reported that new city logos have been placed on vehicles.  Brad Hansen was appointed to the Board of Adjustments, and the code book is being reviewed.  The fire department has district training this weekend and thanked the mayor for the new Connex box.  An issue with altered service hours is under investigation.  Lesa Miller reported that she and Tom Kay attended the Travel Board meeting and felt it went well.  She has been working on projects at the rodeo grounds, including bids for the rodeo contract and concrete pad project, as well as the race track railing issue.  Devin Wilson reported there were several burials, plot transfers, adding a name to the Miner’s Memorial, and two plots sold back to the city. He has also been addressing damage to the cemetery wall.  Judd Beagley reported he has been working on the pickleball court estimates.  The employee who was injured has been released to return to work.  Gloria Wilson reported she has worked with Gary Arrington on sidewalk and approach bids and expressed appreciation for his assistance.  She also noted the flowers and cemetery are looking very good.
