Approval of Minutes from September 18, 2025
[bookmark: _Hlk196922737][bookmark: _Hlk184201332]Councilmember Jenkins moved to approve the minutes from September 18, 2025, as presented. Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Jenkins and Wilson voted aye.  The motion carried.

Comments: Public
Derrick Barber sent a letter to be addressed by the City Council. 
Dear Mayor Beesley and members of the council,
I'm here tonight to express my growing concern about ongoing traffic violations and unsafe use of off-highway vehicles in my neighborhood and throughout Plain City.

I live on the comer of 1700 North and 4150 West with posted 25 MPH speed limits on both streets, yet we routinely see vehicles traveling 35 to 55 MPH.  A city-installed digital speed sign confirms this excessive speeding, and two vehicles have ran through a residents back yard fence where 1700 North turns north on 4100 West. In addition, many adolescents in the area are riding electric scooters, dirt bikes, golf carts, gas-powered dirt bikes, and other off-road vehicles many of which violate Plain City Code Title 6, Chapter 3. These violations include:
1. Drivers under the legal age of 16
2. Lack of required head lights
3. Use of two-stroke-powered ATVs
4. Operation of off-road motorcycles on city streets
5. Failure to wear properly fitted USDOT-approved helmets
Beyond the legal violations, the behavior is often reckless-riders cut through yards, cross the city park lawn, ride against traffic, and sometimes have multiple people on a single bike. These activities are not only disruptive, but dangerous.

Unfo1tunately, we rarely see law enforcement presence in the south part of town. Deputies respond when called, but their visits are brief and appear to have little long-term impact. I understand that staffing may be an issue, but residents are feeling the effects-whether through speeding, petty crime, or increasing disregard for safety laws.

I fear it's only a matter of time before a serious accident occurs. Just recently in Mountain Green, a young girl while riding an electric type scooter was paralyzed after turning in front of a vehicle that was traveling at the posted speed limit. I don't want to see a similar tragedy happen here.
My question to you all is: What concrete steps can be taken to address this growing public safety issue in Plain City? I sincerely hope it doesn't take the injury or death of a child before meaningful steps are taken.
Thank you for your time and your willingness to serve our community. 

Report from Planning Commission
Commissioner Maw stated the Planning Commission had a short meeting which included a discussion on an existing Commercial Site Plan for Westside Pizza’s updating their signage and discussion on amenities for Residential Overlays and what that includes. Also, a scheduled work session regarding the Pitcher project next week with the City Council at 7pm.  



Discussion/Motion:  Final Acceptance – Sunset Estates Subdivision
Dan did his final inspection and there is a letter from the engineer recommending final acceptance. Councilmember Jenkins moved to approve give final acceptance to Sunset Estates Subdivision. Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Jenkins and Wilson voted aye.  The motion carried.
			
Discussion/Motion:  Ordinance - Amend Zoning Ordinance Regarding Commercial Zones
City Council and Commissioner Maw discussed standards and conditions that would apply in these zones regarding shooting and archery ranges as they would apply to the future land use map and ordinances. The council asked the Planning Commission to look into making it a conditional use in the A-1/A-2 zones. Councilmember Jenkins moved to approve Ordinance #2025-13 amending the Zoning Ordinance regarding commercial zones. Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Jenkins and Wilson voted aye.  The motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:  Approval of Bid for Automatic Door Access Control for City Office and Senior Center
Diane had three bids.  Pro-Edge Technology, United Defense Systems and Les Olson Company.  It was noted that Pro-Edge uses the same system that we use for our cameras. Councilmember Jenkins moved to approve the bid for Automatic Door Access Control for City Office and Senior Center and award the bid to ProEdge Technology. Councilmember Favero seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Jenkins and Wilson voted aye.  The motion carried.

Councilmember Pannunzio also wanted to echo the letter regarding speeding and safety on Plain City roads. 
Mayor Beesley stated he attended the Weber County Commission meeting on Tuesday regarding a resolution recommending annexation of unincorporated island parcels into Plain City and clean up some of those areas. This annexation will come back to City Council for final approval and there will be public hearings scheduled. 

At 7:10 p.m. Councilmember Jenkins moved to adjourn and was seconded by Councilmember Panunzio.  The vote was unanimous.
