5. Manager Report:
a. Mike Throckmorton was supposed to come to the meeting, but something came up.  He bought four water connections.  On the application it states that: All connections that need to have a road bores/push will need to be paid by the owner.
He said that he didn’t have his glasses on when he filled out the application so he didn’t know that he would have to pay for a bore.  He felt like he shouldn’t have to pay to have a bore for his connections.

b. Cheryl Sorensen Wilde bought a water connection on March 24, 2011, and never had it installed.  They thought that JWID would be in charge of paying for the bore.  The meter is on the north side of the road, and the meter has been installed.  They are asking that JWID pay for half of the cost of the bore.  
A.    The Board said that she should pay for what the rule is in 2025.  You can’t go back and make changes that have been in progress.

c.  Excavator:
A. Wesley Hanberg told the Board we received $43,000 from the truck we sold and $50,000 from the Lead & Copper grant and JWID bought the Dump truck for $28,000.  We have $325,000 in our equipment fund.
· Wesley Hanberg said that he would like to buy an Excavator we would have jobs for both the excavator and the backhoe.  The truck Brayden Horrocks is the oldest truck, and it needs to be replaced.  Trucks that are pulling equipment will need to be a diesel truck.  
· Wesley Hanberg had some options of prices of Excavators that he had found the Board told Wesley Hanberg to look a little more and make sure that it works and maybe check into local service.
