2. Public Concerns

3. Approval of minutes 
Approval of minutes for the Business Meeting of November 13, 2014:

4. Financial Reports

c. Balance Report – HWCU checking accounts are within balance guidelines so no 	transfers warranted. 
5. IRS Examination 
Roger Powell, Natalie Thomas and Keith Fryer held a teleconference 
with Carl Chavez (IRS examiner). It is the position of LPID that board members remain as independent contractors rather than District employees.  LPID will compose a letter to the IRS attaching documentation supporting LPID’s position. If this is accepted by the IRS then the case is closed. If not, LPID will have to pay back Social Security and Medicare taxes for each board member for the 2012 tax year. Each board member would also need to file an amended 2012 return. The next communication with the IRS will be held in January 2015. We will hear the decision that has been reached at this time. 
6. Operations Reports 
The district discharged the entire month of November 2014. 
(Monitoring results have not been received yet from the lab.) 
All three pump stations operated without incident during the month of November 2014. 
8. Other district business and trustee concerns 
a. UPDES permit renewal - There has been no reply as of December 4, 2014. 
b. Saddleback Cooperation Agreement - Keith has not met with Chris Robinson to discuss any of LPID’s possible proposals and ideas. 
c. Generator switch - RPS transfer switch is scheduled for installation in mid December. 
d. Saddleback “Pastures” update - Project is near completion. Mass grading is complete. Walking trail is near completion. Electric power as well as natural gas lines are being installed this week. 
Road signs will be installed by the county before the end of December. The lots are for sale now. One lot has been sold.
