Thank you for the opportunity to help the Heber Valley Special Service District (HVSSD)
prepare a Utah Ground Water Discharge Permit application for the HVSSD wastewater
treatment and disposal facility (facility) in Wasatch County, Utah. We prepared our
proposal in response to your request in our meetings with representatives of the HVSSD
and the State of Utah Division of Water Quality (UDWQ) on September 11 and 19, 2025.

BACKGROUND

We understand that the HVSSD has operated the facility in accordance with expired
General Permit No. UTOP9002 (the existing permit). The facility includes an aerator
mechanical treatment plant with a Rapid Infiltration Basin (RIB) for wastewater
disposal. The RIB is permitted-by-rule under Utah Administrative Code (UAC) R317-
6.6.2.A.1, to discharge treated wastewater into the ground and groundwater. The
existing permit regulates the Lagoon, Land Disposal Area, and the RIB facilities. HVSSD
indicated that they expect future discharges to increase. HVSSD has no ability to
discharge to the Provo River due to Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) restrictions. The
UDWQ letter of August 22, 2025 to HVSSD indicated they believe that a Ground Water
Discharge Permit is necessary for the facility to establish anticipated effluent limits and
discharges. The UDWQ regulates groundwater discharges under UAC R317-6.

The existing permit requires HVSSD to sample seven (7) existing monitor wells on a
quarterly basis to assess groundwater to surface water interactions that could affect the
water quality of the Provo River. Required monitoring parameters include total inorganic
nitrogen (TIN), total phosphorus, total dissolved solids (TDS), field parameters (pH,
specific conductance and temperature), and measurements of the depth to groundwater.
Maps of groundwater elevations to date indicate that the flow direction is to the
southwest.

Groundwater quality sampling suggests that TDS concentrations have increased in in
some of the monitor wells to levels that are greater than the assumed background
values. The existing permit indicates there are not concerns of impacts, but continued
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Loughlin Water Associates, LLC

groundwater monitoring is required because of the proximity of the lagoon to the Provo
River. UDWQ believes they need additional information to better characterize the
hydrogeology of the facility including confirmation of the direction of groundwater flow
(letter from John Mackey, August 22, 2025).

We understand that the HVSSD seeks to engage a hydrogeologic consulting firm to (1)
characterize the hydrogeology of the facility, (2) evaluate data collected to date, (3)
evaluate existing conditions, (4) provide recommendations to address data gaps, and (5)
assist with the preparation of selected portions of a Ground Water Discharge Permit (the
new permit) application related to hydrogeology and groundwater monitoring
(Application Part C - Accompanying Reports and Plans, Sections 8 and 10).

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The existing monitor well network will be investigated in Phase I to evaluate the
condition, construction, geology, and water quality distribution across the facility.
Although the existing monitor wells lack protective wellhead completions and do not
appear to be constructed to UAC R655-4-15 Monitor Well Construction Standards,
additional data collected from these seven monitor wells will provide insight into
background and mixing of groundwater types as well as likely future monitoring points
for the permit. Phase I findings will inform us as to where additional monitor wells
should be placed to provide a clearer understanding of the groundwater flow on and off
the facility.

Additional monitoring points (surface and groundwater) will be established as part of
Phase II to fill data gaps in groundwater flow directions and provide background and
downgradient compliance monitoring locations.

We propose the following phased approach to help HVSSD address the concerns raised
by the UDWQ and provide information for a Groundwater Discharge Permit Application:

o Phase | — Evaluate Existing Groundwater Monitoring System
e Phase Il — Install New Monitor Wells and Update Background Conditions

PHASE | - EVALUATE EXISTING GROUNDWATER MONITORING SYSTEM

The purpose of Phase I is to evaluate the existing groundwater monitoring system and
provide recommendations for Phase II. Phase I includes:

e Task 1.1 - Gather Background Information - We will review and evaluate
background reports, including published reports and unpublished consultant
reports and relevant United States Geological Survey (USGS), Utah Geologic
Survey (UGS), and Division of Water Rights (DWRI) information. We will evaluate
HVSSD well monitoring data to date and from other data available off-site sources
in the vicinity of the facility to assess groundwater levels, flow directions, water
quality, and hydrogeologic conditions. We will evaluate existing available Provo
River flow data in the vicinity of the site.

Task 1.2 - Evaluate Existing Monitor Well System — We will investigate the common
ion distribution across the site by collecting one round of samples from the seven
existing monitor wells, Provo River, and RIB waste stream. Groundwater samples
will be collected from each monitor well by (1) measuring the depth to
groundwater and the depth to the bottom of each monitor well, (2) bailing three
casing volumes from each well, and (3) collecting samples after allowing each well
to rest before, or in the case that a well is bailed dry, allowing the water level to
recover (rise) to the original level before collecting the sample. Samples will be
analyzed for the major common ions (sodium, potassium, calcium, magnesium,
nitrate, bicarbonate, sulfate, chloride), orthophosphate, and TDS. We will deliver
samples to Chemtech-Ford Laboratories (Chemtech) of Sandy, Utah under Chain
of Custody (COC) within holding times. Chemtech will analyze the samples using
Level II Quality Control (reporting blanks, matrix spikes, matrix spike duplicates).
We will assess the results to determine mixing, groundwater flow direction, and
gradient and compare it with previous results using 2025 elevation and
coordinate survey data for the monitor wells.

Task 1.3 - Provide Draft Phase | Report — We will summarize the findings of Phase
I in a draft report that will (1) identify data gaps in the facility monitoring network,
(2) help to make informed decisions regarding additional on-site investigations,
(3) recommend locations and designs of new monitor wells, and (4)develop a work
scope to complete additional groundwater and surface water investigations
including siting of new monitor wells and determining locations of surface water
monitor points. Our costs assume that the UDWQ will limit the Groundwater
Quality Standard monitoring for background to the current permit parameters.
We will develop a revised Phase II scope and estimated costs based on the findings
and recommendations of the draft Phase I report.

PHASE 2 — INSTALL NEW MONITOR WELLS AND UPDATE BACKGROUND CONDITIONS

The purpose of Phase II is to implement recommendations from the Phase I Report,
including the construction of new monitor wells and update of background conditions.
Phase II will include input from the UDWQ, but based on our experience with UAC R317-
6 requirements for background would include:

Task 2.1 - Select Final Locations of New Monitor Wells — We will help HVSSD (1)
select the final locations of up to five new monitor wells and (2) obtain the
necessary approvals and start cards from the DWRI, also known as (aka) the
State Engineer.

Task 2.2 - Prepare Monitoring Plan and Meet with UDWQ - We will assess
background and local groundwater and surface water conditions near the facility,
assess the hydrologic characteristics of the aquifer and surface water flows and
quality, develop a preliminary conceptual facility model, and present our plan to
the UDWQ for the drilling, installation, testing, and sampling of up to five wells
to monitor background and downgradient groundwater locations. Surface water
flow monitoring on the Provo River, Spring Creek, Island Ditch, and site Lagoon
elevation monitoring will help define the groundwater to surface water
relationship and interaction.

e Task 2.3 - Prepare Technical Specifications for Monitor Wells - We will prepare a
preliminary design and technical specification for the monitor wells that will meet
the requirements of UAC R655-4-15, Monitor Well Drilling and Construction
Requirements. Our technical specifications will include total depth, boring
diameters, lithologic sample collection intervals, casing diameters and intervals,
screen slot size and intervals, filter pack size and interval, grout seal
requirements and interval, well construction methods, well development
methods, pump test, or slug testing methods, produced water management
requirements, and other relevant sections. Our technical specifications will
include a measurement and payment section that will be incorporated into a bid
package.

e Task 2.4 - Prepare Compliance Monitoring Plan — We will prepare a compliance
monitoring plan which conforms to U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
Guidance for Quality Assurance Project Plans, EPA QA/G-5 (EPA/600/R-
98/018, February 1998). Monitor well construction and groundwater sampling
will conform where applicable to the Handbook of Suggested Practices for Design
and Installation of Ground-Water Monitoring Wells (EPA/600/4-89/034, March
1991), Practical Guide for Groundwater Sampling EPA/600/2-85/104,
(November 1985) and RCRA Groundwater Monitoring Technical Enforcement
Guidance Document (1986).

e Task 2.5 - Prepare Bid Package and Assist with Bidding - We assume that the
monitor well driller will be selected by and contracted to HVSSD. We will (1)
identify qualified well driller(s), (2) obtain bids to drill, construct, develop, and
test the new monitor wells, and (3) assemble a contract or agreement between
HVSSD and the monitor well drilling contractor. We will incorporate HVSSD
general terms and conditions into the form of agreement for the monitor well
drilling contractor.

e Task 2.6 - Provide Wellsite Services for Monitor Well Installation - We will: (1) review
submittals and monitor materials and methods used for conformance with the
technical specifications, (2) describe the drill cuttings samples, (3) prepare a
lithologic log based on our descriptions of the drill cutting samples and
information provided by the well driller, (4) provide the driller with a final design
of each monitor well, including total depth and screened intervals, (5) help plan
and monitor any short-term specific capacity tests if required to estimate
hydraulic conductivity, and (6) collect water quality samples for analysis of
selected parameters. As part of our construction management services, we will
review and provide recommendations for payment of drilling contractor’s invoices
and provide advice on drilling contractor-related issues. We assume that the wells
can be drilled and developed within a 10-day period and depths will not exceed
25 feet below the static water level.

e Task 2.7 - Conduct Slug Tests in Monitor Wells - We will conduct slug tests of the
monitor wells, using injection and or withdrawal methods and analyze the results
using appropriate analytical methods and solutions and use the results to
estimate hydrologic parameters for the shallow aquifer beneath the site.

o Task 2.8 - Collect Eight Rounds of Water Quality Samples - We will measure the
depths to water and collect eight rounds of water quality samples on an
approximate monthly basis from each of the newly installed monitor wells and
deliver the samples to the laboratory for analysis of (1) orthophosphate as P, (2)
ammonia, (3) TIN, and (4) common ions and TDS following accepted EPA methods
for sampling and analysis.

We will complete a statistical analysis of the results to estimate protection
levels. We will prepare a draft groundwater report that can be used by the UDWQ
to set groundwater compliance limits based on effluent concentrations. Our costs

assume that the UDWQ will limit the Groundwater Quality Standard monitoring
for background and compliance to the current permit parameters.

e Copies of any hydrogeologic, geologic, geotechnical, or other relevant studies
that may be available for the site and the Heber-Midway area;

e Digitized hardcopy reports and all existing data in the project database
including updated water level and water quality data from the wells in digital
spreadsheet format;

e Access to the sites and locked wells;

e Access to preferred areas to locate and drill new monitor wells; and

e Any other relevant information that will help us locate, permit, design,
construct, test, and collect water quality samples from the monitor wells to
assist with and complete our proposed scope of services.
