1. Roll Call, Prayer, Pledge of Allegiance
· Meeting called to order at 4:57 pm.
· Attendance: Duncan Kading, Valorie McLean, Deborah Herron
· Prayer: Deborah Herron
2. Minutes
· Motion by Deborah Herron, second by Duncan Kading to approve the meeting minutes from 22 September 2025. Motion passed unanimously
3. Discussion and Consideration of Subdivision Ordinance
· Duncan let the Commission know that the City is on a deadline to get this subdivision ordinance reviewed and adopted before the end of the year.
· The Commissioners have been editing the proposed Subdivision Ordinance in a google document. The proposed edits were discussed and the Commission decided to take 2 more weeks to continue reviewing the document. The Commission plans to have the document review completed and recommendations presented to City Council at the next meeting in November.
4. Discussion and Consideration of Zoning review
· The Commission discussed Karie Morrill’s variance request and recognized that the Commission made its recommendation to the City Council in a prior meeting and this issue is in the City Council’s court.
· Duncan Kading explained the difference between administrative and legislative actions. He recommends that the City move toward an administrative conditional use permit system if conditional use permits are desired.
· The Commission discussed different zoning options and the advantages and disadvantages of commercial, residential, and residential agricultural zones.
· The Commission discussed lot size and how lot sizes around town seem arbitrary. They considered the requirements for having animals and discussed allowing animals if the lot is large enough.
· The Commission discussed setbacks. There are natural setbacks built into the building code. They would like to invite Jerry Allred to come to the next P&Z meeting to talk about setbacks and how they affect development. Deb will reach out to Jerry and invite him to the next Planning and Zoning meeting.
5. Discussion and Consideration of the Short-Term Rental Ordinance
· Valorie shared with the rest of the Commission what Council Member Ivie had brought up in a City Council meeting. She made some recommendations regarding making STRs go through a permit process for STRs that don’t fit traditional definitions. She proposed that the following wording be adopted: Recreational Vehicles, Campers, and Temporary Sleeping Structures: Recreational vehicles, campers, and other temporary sleeping structures (e.g., tents) are prohibited from being used as short-term rental accommodations. This restriction does not apply to residential units, as defined in Section II, that are permitted and comply with all applicable building, fire, and safety codes.  
· Motion by Deborah Herron to recommend to the City Council that they adopt the suggested wording, second by Valorie McLean. Motion passed unanimously.
