5. Conservation Business: 
a. Price River Study
b. 2026 Scope of Work: Jenifer wants to add corrals scales.

8. UDAF/UACD Zone 7 Business: Ryan reports they did interviews to hire a new planner. They selected someone but will wait until October to hire due to him coming from NRCS and taking the deferred resignations. October 13th is the anticipated hire date. 
9. FSA Business: Bill reports that Tara Payne took the buyout as well as their Direct District Boss, leaving Mistie as the one handling things in Castle Dale for FSA. Able to hire a temporary person currently. Have them get ahold of Mistie for a direct hire. 
10. Extension Business: Steven: October there were folks that want a “transition to organic” meeting in Price. Date is to be determined. 
Extension Beef Specialist hasn’t liked the beef field day only in Logan. They have divided the state up in regions with one being a Price region. They are trying to get together specific topics gathered up for speakers and presenters. 
Jenifer brought up the Demand Management program 
Sabria brought up that NRCS could have funding for transition to organics 
Sabrina asked if it would be possible to do forage monitoring for landowners with yield and utilization estimates.
11. Other Supervisor Business: Jenifer states on the new shed, Quade was asked to do a new ditch, which he did. However, if it rains the water has nowhere to go now that the building is up. 
She will get new locks for the coral, and new keys for everybody. Would like to get some shelving at some point as there will be critters. Ryan asked if we needed to get a floor in it. She will give people keys and see what they think.
