


REGULAR MEETING OF THE GLENWOOD TOWN COUNCIL
Wednesday, October 8, 2025
Glenwood Town Hall – 7:00 p.m.




PRESENT:  Mayor Joey Rickenbach, Councilmember Cheryl Hendrickson, Councilmember Kenra Martinez, Councilmember Doug Nowrs and Councilmember Randal Peterson.  Clerk/Recorder Kaye S. Bybee, and Treasurer Cecelia Bytheway.

VISITORS:  Joshua Christner and Phil Singleton. 

1. WELCOME

2. OPENING REMARKS:  Councilmember Nowers

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4. MINUTES:  Motion for approval of minutes from the September 2025 Town Council meeting was made by Councilmember Martinez and seconded by Councilmember Peterson.  Motion carried following unanimous voting from Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  

5. PUBLIC HEARING – Regarding Adoption of a Revised Subdivision Ordinance:  Mayor Rickenbach explained that the purpose of the public hearing was to take public comments concerning the adoption of a revised Subdivision Ordinance, which was required in order to meet Utah State Legislature requirements.
  
a. Public Comments:  The public hearing was opened up for public comments concerning the adoption of the proposed, revised Subdivision Ordinance.  There were no public comments.
b. Adjournment:  As there were no public comments, motion to adjourn the public hearing was made by Councilmember Hendrickson.  Second was given by Councilmember Nowers.  Unanimous votes were received from Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.

6. PENDING BUSINESS:  Public Comments – None.
a. Joshua Christner – A discussion was held with attorney Joshua Christner of Christner Law regarding retaining his firm for legal services.  Mr. Christner stated that he charges a flat monthly fee of $300.00, which includes up to two hours of legal services and one official monthly meeting subject to his availability.  Meeting could be with the Town Council, Planning and Zoning, or any other meeting arranged between Mr. Christner and the Town. 
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Councilmember Nowers inquired as to whether Mr. Christner would be able to protest wells being drilled, to which Mr. Christner replied that he would have a conflict of interest with State or County issues. 

Following the exchange of information, Mayor Rickenbach expressed that he thought it would be beneficial to have an attorney present at Town Council meetings and to represent the Town in legal matters.   

Motion was made by Councilmember Hendrickson to hire Joshua Christner with Christner Law to represent Glenwood Town as legal counsel.  Second was given by Councilmember Martinez.  Unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Councilmember Nowers voted against.  Motion carried.  

7. PROPOSED SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE REVIEW & DISCUSSION:  Town Council members reviewed the Subdivision Application forms prepared by Shay Morrison from R6 Regional Council.  Councilmember Martinez stated that the R-6 trainings had been beneficial for her, and that copies of training materials from those meetings were available if anyone wanted them.

Subdivision Ordinance fee schedules were reviewed from Glenwood Town, Monroe City and Richfield City.  Following discussion on the matter, the following fees were agreed upon:

Appointment of an Administrative Land Use Authority was defined and discussed.  According to the legal definition, the Authority could be an individual, board, or commission, appointed or employed by the municipality, including municipal staff or a municipal planning commission.  It does not include a municipal legislative body or

member of a municipal legislative body.  For a Final Plat it does not include the Planning Commission
Mr. Christner volunteered to service as a member of the Land Use Authority.  It was suggested that a member of the Jones & DeMille engineering staff might agree to serve on the board as well.   Mr. Christner said he would check into whether or not he would be allowed to serve.  The discussion on the matter will be carried over to the November meeting.  

8. OIL LEASE:  Mayor Rickenbach explained that a no drill agreement oil lease on Town property had expired and the company was requesting a new lease be signed.  He further stated that the lease had previously been reviewed by an attorney and he felt good about it.  Motion to approve the oil lease was made by Councilmember Peterson and seconded by Councilmember Nowers.  Unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.    

9. PARK:  Councilmember Hendrickson reported that the park was looking good, and requested that it be clean for the fall social scheduled for October 13th.   She asked for employees to eliminate the young tree growing behind the fireplace and to add a little water to the lawn in the grill area

10. ZONING:  a.  Lot Split – Dirk Salisbury:  A plot plan requesting a lot split at 20 North 200 West for Dirk Salisbury was presented.  Mayor Rickenbach stated that the plan would be reviewed by the Planning Commission in their October meeting.

11. CULINARY WATER:  Councilmember Peterson stated that the culinary meters had been read.  The master meters have not been replaced yet but will be as soon as possible.  
Treasurer Bytheway reported that the meter reading at the Town Hall showed a usage of 203,000 gallons.  She suggested pursuing the matter of looking for a leak. 

12. STREETS:  Councilmember Nowers reported that there was still some work around valves that needed to be finished following the streets project.  Mayor Rickenbach will check into it and see that it is done.  It was also reported that a couple of signs had been torn out during the construction project that need to be replaced.

Mayor Rickenbach emphasized that the construction company would still be conducting some clean up work.  

13. FLOOD CHANNEL/DEBRIS BASIN DAM:    No business.
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14. CEMETERY:  Councilmember Martinez expressed concern that the employees were not able to keep up with cemetery maintenance and wondered about hiring a landscape person.  Councilmember Peterson stated that the Pioneer Cemetery had been cleaned up recently, and that weeds would be burned when the weather dried out.  It was discussed that more frequent spraying by employees would help remedy the weed problem.

Clerk Bybee stated that a complaint had been received regarding the missing cemetery sign on Black Knoll Road.  It needs to be replaced.

15. ANNUAL OPEN MEETING TRAINING:  The annual Open Meeting Training for Elected Officials was conducted by Mayor Rickenbach.

16. ANIMAL CONTROL:  Councilmember Martinez verified that the annual dog clinic sponsored by the Town would be held on Saturday, February 7th.  

17. TREASURER BUSINESS:  a. The quarterly budget report was distributed and reviewed. 

b.  Approval of Bills to be Paid – Following a review of bills to be paid, motion for payment along with any additions was made by Councilmember Nowers.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Peterson, and unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.
    18.   ADJOURNMENT:  Motion to adjourn the meeting was given by Councilmember  
             Nowers and seconded by Councilmember Peterson.  Unanimous votes were received 
from Councilmembers Hendrickson, Martinez, Nowers, Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.   Motion carried, and meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
