1) CALL WATER BOARD MEETING TO ORDER

· Welcome and Roll Call – Chairman Mark Reidhead welcomed all in attendance and called roll. Those in attendance include Board Members Andrew Ercanbrack, Ronny Rich, Jesse Danley, and Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers. Board Member Cory O’Driscoll was excused.

· Pledge of Allegiance- was said by all present.
2) UINTAH COUNTY WATER USE AND PRESERVATION ELEMENT DRAFT – Matt Cazier 
Matt Cazier was in attendance and explained that the Water Use and Preservation Element Draft shows the state mandated plan that each District needs to adopt. Horrocks Engineers is the one that drafted the copy for us. From a county perspective the county doesn’t have much to do with the water districts. This will show what the county is favorable in doing or adding to the General Plan. The county would like to help support all the districts. The general plan is a planning document and as the county develops more, the districts will need to follow the general plans.
We do the same thing that most cities do and won’t dictate to the district for water issues but for planning issues, the districts need to go with what the general plan states.

This is just a document that will need to be addressed through the district. The 1st part is just number percentages that might need tweaked before adoption. Anything we see amiss for us they can make the changes. The numbers listed are county wide not just for Ballard. On page 5, on the front, there is a list of objectives and goals. These are the things that the county could support or mandate and help implement at some point in time. One of the goals listed is secondary water. In some of the areas in the county there might be an area that would be good for a secondary water system. Comments can be made until the middle of November and then final adoption can be made.
Board Member Ronny Rich asked if the county has the money to help with finding another source of water for our area. Matt stated that there is a possibility that funding might be given through the county or help with obtaining grants.

3) WILL SERVE LETTER-Phil Zimmerman
Phil Zimmerman stated the address he is needing a will serve letter for is 1665 N. 3500 E.  Chairman Mark Reidhead explained that the letter just states that water is available but isn’t and approval for the meter. With the water situation that we have had this year we don’t want to sell a meter connection without going to use it. He would like to build but doesn’t know if and when he will be building. They are looking at possibly buying another house that is what they will be needing. 
Board Member Ronny Rich suggested he come back in the spring and re-evaluate his situation before the letter is sent. 
Phil stated that he will hold off until spring then.

5) ENGINEERING UPDATE –
Jordan Kennington with Jones & DeMille gave an update on the Upper System Water Line Project. The internal reviews along with drinking water and city staff has reviewed the plans. The paperwork was given to Clark Allred for his review so he can give his opinion letter. When we get that back from Clark, then we can move forward. Advertisement can start next Tuesday. This will be done in 2 phases to complete the whole project. Chairman Mark Reidhead asked whether we will pay for the materials this time or the contractor. It is set up that either or, the contractor can purchase everything, or we can if we can get it cheaper.
