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Introduction

“This Canvass Reportis provided pursuant to the requirements of Utah Code Tile 204, which establishes the
statuory ramework governing elections within the State of Utah, including municipal slectons. The canvass
Serves as the offcal examination and certfication of electon refurms, ensuring the accuracy, completenes,
‘and legaiy of the vote totas reported.

Under interlocal agreements executed with paricipating municipaiies, Cache County is responsible for
‘administering municipal eections, This includes maintaining and providing access to the siatewide voter
regisiration database, managing vote-by-mail ballot distioution and processing, offering early and slection
‘day in-person voting, and providing the clecton infrastructure and equipment necessary for compliance with
state law and best practioss. Muricipalties remain essentialpartners in this process through coordination,
faciitation of candidate fings, and support in publc natice & lection oversight.

“The County acknowiedges and appreciates the cooperation of municpal officals and staf throughout the
‘adminisration of the 2025 Municipal Election. From the execution of nteriocal agreements and the conduct of
the candidate filng period, through ballot distribution, voting, and the canvass process, the colaboration of our
municipal partners has been indispensabie to the lawful and effective administration of thess elections.

Ballot Dropbox: A secure receptack estabished for depositing voted balts; subject to security and chain-of-
custody requirements. §204-5-4005

In-Person Voting: Vating conducted at an official paling ocation during early voting or on Blecton Day:

UOCAVA Voter: A miltary or overseas voter covered by the Uniformed and Overseas Citzens Abserice
Voting Act §20A-16-403

Provisional Ballt: A balt ssued when a voter's eigbilty cannot be immediately verified; counted only f
elgioity is confirmed. §204-4-107

Signature Verification Comparing the signature on a returned balot envelope with the voter's signature on
fle. §20A-3a-20215)

Ballot Cure Process: The process alowing a voer to resalve a missing or mismatched signature, §204-3a-
401

Ballt Return Deadiine/Past Deadine: Ballts must be received by the eection aficer no later than 800
pm.on lection Day: Postmarks no longer apply. § 204-3a-204

Undsiiverable Ballots: Mai balots efurned as undaliverable. Voter may be designated inactive ut
registrationis updated. §20A-2.306
