1. Canvass of the 2025 Municipal General Election

Town Clerk/Election Official, Aren Emerson, presented the official canvass for the November 4, 2025, 
Municipal General Election provided by Washington County. She explained the statutory role of the Town 
Council as the Board of Municipal Canvassers and outlined the following: 

• Active registered voters: 386

• Ballots cast: 270
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• Voter turnout: 69.95% 

• Ballots not counted: 5 total 
o 2 uncured signature mismatches 
o 3 returned after the deadline 

• Over/under votes: 
o Mayoral race: 0 overvotes; 1 undervote 
o Town Council race: 0 overvotes; 51 undervotes 

Ms. Emerson noted the inclusion of a new legislative-required ballot accounting document in the certification 
packet. 
Based on the official results, she declared: 

• Barbara Bruno elected as Mayor 

• Randy Aton and Jack Burns elected as Town Council Members 
 
Kyla Topham moved that the Board of Canvassers accepts, certifies, and approves the official 
canvass results of the November 18, 2025, Springdale Municipal General Election as required by 
Utah Code §20A-4-3001, and declare Barbara Bruno as the elected Mayor from the November 4, 
2025 general election results, and declare that Jack Burns and Randy Aton are the elected Town 
Council Members from the November 4, 2025 general election results.
