Meeting called to order by Chairman Mack Sorensen at approximately 7:00 PM

1. Acceptance of Agenda
Amendment to the agenda- New Member SSD Board, Stuffing Invoices.
Craig Meyocks made a motion “I move we accept the Agenda”, Gary Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

2. Old Business
A. DVFSSD MONTHLY BILLS
Spetrum $77.22, St George Ford $374.28, Baja Communications $84.75, Life Assist $163.00, Century Link $56.33, Alliance Fire and Safety $113.00, Verizon $348.04, Allisons Work Wear $1,266.79, JMI Invoices $200.00, Dr David Burnett $1,200, Total Bills $3,883.41. 

Gary Jensen made a motion to pay the bills. Mac Thomson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

B. Bank Balance
Craig Meyocks advised $4,959.28 was the remaining bank balance after paying all the current bills.
C. Election of Officers
Mac Sorensen made a motion that Gary Jensen be appointed the Chair, Mac Thomson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Mac Sorensen made a motion that Steve Jennings be district clerk, Mac Thomson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Mac Sorensen made a motion that Craig Meyocks as treasurer, Gary Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Craig Meyocks made a motion that Mac Thomson be the Vice Chair, Mac Sorensen seconded the motion.  The motion passed with one nay. 

D. 2015 Meeting date and time.

Mac Sorensen made a motion that we continue to meet the first Tuesday of the month at 7 pm.  Mac Thomson seconded the motion.   The motion passed unanimously.

E. Property Management Proposal and Acceptance

Craig Meyocks presented two proposals one from F1 Property Management $6,580.00 Annual Fee, and Community Association Management $5,400.00.  Both proposals were reviewed and discussed by the board.   Mac Sorensen made a motion to accept Community Association Management, Mac Thomson seconded the motion.  Passed unanimously.   

     F.  New Member on the SSD Board
Mac Sorensen made a recommendation for Steve Jennings to finish out Bill Kings term on the SSD Board.  According to County Attorney Eric Clark the SSD has the authority to appoint a new member to the board. There were questions raised as to the vacancy appointment.  Should the vacancy be advertised for the position to give the community a chance apply?  But according to Eric Clark specific appointment or election procedures may vary in individual districts.  The board discussed his appointment in an open forum and the motion was again made. 
Mac Sorensen made a motion to appoint Steve Jennings as new member of the SSD Board.  Craig Meyocks seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

F. Sending Out Invoices
Stuffing invoices in envelopes. Will be done immediately after the meeting.  The annual fee is $175.00.
Dammeron Valley Fire Department Report, Chief Majeic Szczerbiak

a. No administrative changes.
b. Pager System is working.  The County took over management.  Pager System is still having some problems.  County is still working on these issues.

c. Winter Fire training and management courses are on going. New members are doing wild land interface. EMR first course for EMT certification has started as well.
d. Eight EMS calls in Dec. no fires and no car accidents.  2014 had a 127 total responses, down from 2013 of a 186 total responses. 
e. A Video DVD of our 2014 calls will be modified and available soon. Because of sensitivity issues the video only represents about 25% of the actual calls and responses made. 

f. Chief talked about burn permits and the need to check with the Chief to obtain burn permits.

I. Chair Opens Discussion for Public Comments

Mac Sorensen brought up that Brook Pace approached him about the convenience store and the burn pile, mailboxes and lands that were given in a gentleman’s agreement to the DVLA.  Brook asked that it be considered that they be returned to Dammeron Corp.  Discussion ensued that there might be cost incurred because the land in question has been turned over to the SSD. 
There were a lot of positive comments on all that Brook has done for the community and that we should live up to our gentlemen’s agreement.  So the board is receptive to a proposal from Brook Pace.  

A question was asked what Dr Burnett’s $1,200 fee was for?  Chief answered that he is our EMS medical director and charges us $100.00 a month. The bill was for the year.
A question was asked what our public website was for the SSD and it is www.pmn.utah.gov/.  We don’t maintain a personal website for the DVFSSD.
