3.  Business
     A. Conditional use business license 153 South  Main - Emma & Jeramy Wilden - crafts and
        Consignment sales “The Country Nook”
Planning Commission Chair Leon Stewart explained that the commission met on November 25th, 2014 and was presented a proposal for a consignment craft type store to be located at 153 S Main, (the old barber shop). They will be selling some of their own crafts along with consignment projects along with taking orders.  There will be no restrooms at this location for the public.  The Commission feels everything is in order and recommends approval from the council.  
A motion was made by Council Member Johnny Parsons and seconded by Fran Washburn to approved conditional use business for “The Country Nook”.  All were in favor.  Motion carried
	Councilmember Fran Washburn asked Leon if a decision had been made on David Coe’s building permit.  Leon explained that Kamelle Gleave was going to meet Mr. Coe at the residence and measure to see if set back would be within the ordinance, at this time we do not know for sure what her findings were. 
B.  Sand H Debris Basin - public scoping meeting
7:39 pm Mayor R. Kirt Nilsson opened the Public Hearing, which was an open house presentation from Aimee Hill- McMillen Jacobs Association and NRCS-
     	Aimee Hill from McMillen Jacobs Association  explained that her firm was working with the NRCS and local sponsor which is Monroe City on a rehabilitation plan of the Sand Hallow Debris Basin located on the east side of Monroe.  This meeting is a scoping meeting to help explainthe plan to the public and seek public comments on the project.  Information was sent with newsletter mailed to residents of Monroe. 
In 1971 the debris basin was built and classified has a C high hazard dam, because of the potential of catastrophic loss of life and property. The dam was originally built to last between 50 and 100 years, and is now about 40 years old. This is just the beginning of the project so the footprint of the project will probably change as it moves forward.   The project willestablish if rehabilitation are need to be done to the dam to meet the current standards with the Utah Dam Safety and USDA regulations and engineering standards, which hopefully would extend the life of the dam for an additional 100 years. All possibilities will be analyzed to pro long the life of the dam.
  Components to be looked at are first thedam, the two spill ways that run under the dam withoutlet channels that go into a ditch which flows into an irrigation pond.  On the north end of the dam there is second auxiliary spill way, which is considered a B plan to provide extra flood control if needed. And finally dam stability, a several years ago there were some cracks discovered which we repaired. Concerns associated with the dam,is the impact onhuman life, school, homes and businesses that are located downstream from the dam.  
	
	The project needs to follow a process to explain any actions taken, if there are no actions they have to show why, if there is action they have to show the action is needed.  They need to have input from all parties involved. 
The project is being partially funded by the USDA-NRCS Small Watershed Rehabilitation Amendments, which helps to rehabilitate aging flood control dams built under the Small Watershed Program.  This formulates to be about a 65/35 cost sharing program, 65% from NRCS and 35% from sponsor.  Sponsor funds can come from in kind work. The state also has another program under dam safety that provides assistance to sponsors so that they usually only need to contribute around 5% to 10%. 
The scoping period will go from December 2, 2014 thru January 2, 2015; this is an attempt to gather public comments.  They will also contact other agency’s to get all the information they can.  Then McMillen will use the comments to help with formulating the project plan.  Comments can be mailed, emailed or oral.  It is estimated the time line will be about a year.  Watershed plan and environmental impact.  

Questions-
Jared Peterson, land owner, presented the question about his irrigation pond that is filled with debris from the ditch that comes out of the dam.  Will the work proposed on the dam alleviate the debris and sediment from filling up his pond?  As of now Peterson is taking on all the financial burden of the flooding, and sediment has built up in the pond has well as in the dam.  We know that the pond is filling up with sediment, and they are working on this problem.  So in the planning process this problem will be looked at with ways to alleviate the problem. 

Jason Kling, resident, stated as he reads thru the alternatives it appears to be more of a maintenance issue with a general upkeep of the sediment.
It was explained that in 2009 a feasibility study was done on the dam and at the time it was determined that this dam qualified for funding because it appeared there may be design changes that to needed to be made to extend the life of the dam. 
Mr. Kling questioned that it if is just a maintenance call why do we need to wait a year to address the problem?  It was explained that the sediment build up is not necessarily a maintenance issue but a design issue.   And depending on the outcome of the process the time line could be shortened.

Craig Lee, lives just above the dam, understands that the dam was built in 1971 with anO&M agreement, who is responsible and it appears to him nothing has been done, so why wouldn’t it function another 50 years.   He also questioned who owns the dam, the sediment, and are there easements with land owners on file. These are issues the agencies will inquire about and get back to him and the council. 

Mayor Nilsson explained that the city has been actively maintaining the dam, in the mid 80’s cracks were repaired, the city installed fence to keep people from riding the sides of the dam, along with removing woody plants as they appear, and in general as the need arises the city has fulfilled any necessary work to be done on the dam. 

It was explained by Norm Evenstad-NRCS that the sediment is not an actual maintenance issue, the dam is designed with the anticipation of sediment build up and storm activity, this is figured into the life expectancy of the dam.   If the city had not been taking care of their responsibilities of maintenance of the dam, it would not have qualified for this program and financial assistance. 

Modeling cost estimate along with dam deficiencies will be presented to the public in the next couple of months.  Then a decision will be made on which way to proceed with the project. 

Hyrum Ipson, longtime resident, commented that when he moved to his residence located on Main Street, his neighbors had a coping around their property to protect their house for when the floods came.  After the dam was built there was no need for coping.  He feels like it is a good thing for the city to have.  

Allison will submit a copy of approved minutes to McMillen so they can see comments made here tonight in this meeting. 

Mayor Nilsson, closed the public meeting and reopened regular city council meeting at 8:20 pm.
