


REGULAR MEEETING OF THE GLENWOOD TOWN COUNCIL
Wednesday, November 12, 2025
Glenwood Town Hall – 7:00 p.m.



PRESENT:  Mayor Joey Rickenbach, Councilmember Cheryl Hendrickson, Councilmember Kenra Martinez, Councilmember Doug Nowers and Councilmember Randal Peterson.

1. WELCOME

2.  OPENING REMARKS:  Councilmember Peterson

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion for approval of minutes from the October 8, 2025 meeting was made by Councilmember Nowers and seconded by Councilmember Hendrickson.  Motion carried following unanimous votes given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  

5. PENDING BUSINESS:  a.  Public Comments – Jessica Hutchings, Sevier County Events Manager introduced the ‘America 250’ program being implemented in the State of Utah.  A stipend of $1500.00 is being offered to cities in celebration of the 250th birthday of America.  Funds received can be used to sponsor events or programs.  The deadline to apply for the stipend is December 31, 2025.  

There are several steps involved to becoming a partner in the program and Ms. Hutchings stated that she would be happy to assist the Town with the application process.  

6. APPOINTMENT OF CLERK/RECORDER:  Mayor Rickenbach announced that interviews had been held to fill the Clerk/Recorder position that will be available in
December.  He said that interviews had been held with applicants Sharlet Udy and Shantel White, and proposed the appointment of Sharlet Udy to fill the position of Glenwood Town Clerk/Recorder with starting pay to be $18.00 per hour.  
Mrs. Udy left the building for the voting process.  Motion to appoint Sharlet Udy for the position of Glenwood Town Clerk/Recorder was made by Councilmember Peterson and seconded by Councilmember Nowers.  Unanimous votes were received 
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from Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.
7. ZONING:  a.  Planning Commission Recommendation on Salisbury Lot Split:  Clerk Bybee stated that the Planning Commission had met to review and discuss the lot split proposed by Dirk Salisbury, and concluded that requirements had been met.  The Commission recommend that the Town Council approve the proposed lot split.  

Motion to approve the recommendation for a lot split for Dirk Salisbury  was made by Councilmember Hendrickson and seconded by Councilmember Nowers.  Motion carried following unanimous voting by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.

b.  Denial of Annexation Letter -- Clerk Bybee explained that Jacob Savage at Sunrise Engineering had requested a ‘Denial of Annexation’ letter on behalf of Matt and Kasey Thompson, who are planning to build a home north of Glenwood Town on parcel 
4-213-32. Motion to approve the denial letter was given by Councilmember Nowers and seconded by Councilmember Peterson.  Unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.    
  
8. PROPOSED SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE REVIEW & DISCUSSION:  a.  A short discussion was held with attorney Josh Christener regarding the process of appointing an Administrative Land Use Authority.  Mr. Christner, who last month stated that he would check on the legality for him serve on the board, reported that he thought that it would be acceptable. Following the approval of the proposed Subdivision Ordinance, the process will be discussed further.

9. PARK:  Councilmember Hendrickson suggested that some trees in the park should be trimmed up or removed entirely.  
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It was reported that recently the park lights under both pavilions had been turned on and left all night.  Several suggestions were given regarding how to best remedy the situation.  				
10. CULINARY WATER:  Mayor Rickenbach noted that the two new master meters had been installed east of Town near the hatchery.

11. STREETS:  Councilmember Nowers reported that a street sign was down and needed to 
be replaced.

Mayor Rickenbach reported that the installation of a culvert on the south side of 400 South and approximately 100 East was being considered to help slow the flow of flooding in the area.  He further stated that both the County and State were on board with the idea and that he was checking into costs for the project.   
  
12.  FLOOD CHANNEL/DEBRIS BASIN DAM:  No business.

13. CEMETERY:  Councilmember Peterson said he had replaced the cemetery sign on Black Knoll Road.  

14.  ANIMAL CONTROL:  Councilmember Martinez reported that the annual dog clinic date had been changed to February 28th.  The clinic will begin at 10:00 a.m. and go till noon.  

15. TREASURER BUSINESS: a.  Approval of Bills to be Paid – Following a review of bills to be paid, Councilmember Martinez moved for payment of bills.  Second was given by Councilmember Hendrickson, and unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Hendrickson, Councilmember Martinez, Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.  

16. ADJOURNMENT:  Motion to adjourn the meeting was given by Councilmember Nowers and seconded by Councilmember Peterson.  Voting was unanimous by Councilmembers Hendrickson, Martinez, Nowers, Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried and meeting adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
