· RipTek Services - $384,600, additional Hydrovac - $280 per hour, Dewatering (if needed) - $175 per hour.
· Patriot Precision, LLC - $286,560
· George T. Weldon Construction, LLC - $131,737.50

6. FOURPOINTS LABOR CAMP
· FourPoint Is asking for a 2-inch meter for the labor camp that they are putting in for the people that work for them.  FourPoint would like to replace the existing 1-inch meter with a 2-inch meter.  The plan for the camp is 70 people with 3500 gallons of water.  

· It was moved by James Smart to give a 2-inch commercial/Industrial connection to FourPoint labor camp with a stipulation that it comes in good with the model and they will need to install a 2-inch PRV above ground unit for backflow. They will also need to pay for the upgrade from a 1-inch to a 2-inch connection.   (Drew Eschler yes – James Smart yes - Dean Brough yes – Tommy Henderson yes)

Went over the 2026 Pre-Budget. We will have a Budget hearing at the December 18, 2025, board meeting.
