1.	2024 Expenses reviewed and approved and 2024 Budget Amended
The 2024 expenses of the 2024 budget are amended to reflect the increases in actual expenditures vs. budgeted .   Motion to approve Kim Hunter motion seconded by Charles Milby.  3 yeas, 0 nays

2.	Proposed Budget for 2025

The proposed budget for 2025 was reviewed by the board.  Motion to approve the 2025 proposed budget as submitted made by Kim Hunter and seconded by Charles Milby.  3 Yea 0 Nay

3.	Inland Potable tank cleaning bid

The proposal from Inland Potable for tank cleaning was reviewed and discussed.  Jeff Kaiser recommended checking to see if Inland has a camera they can run down the drain line to inspect for integrity of the line.  

4.	Appointment of Jeff Kaiser as Assistant to the Administrative Board Chairman

A proposal to appoint Jeff Kaiser as an administrative assistant was discussed and approved.  He will assist the Board Chairman as necessary

.	Annual fraud risk assessment form 
The Annual Fraud Risk Assessment form was presented to the board.  There are no changes in status from the prior year.  Form was reviewed and accepted by the board and Presented for the signatures of the CAO and the CFO.  Motion to accept Liza Cockrill and seconded by Kim Hunter.  3 yea 0 nay.



6.	Review of ethical behavior and No conflict of interest policy  

The District’s policies were reviewed and the signed forms collected.

7.	Annual open meeting training 

The required annual open meeting training was provided to the board via review of the state requirements as written in the Little Manual for Special Service Districts.  The board is all well aware of the open meeting requirements and this entity has never nor does it anticipate the necessity of any closed meetings.

8.	Delinquent list

The delinquent water user list which was turned over to the Iron County Assessor was reviewed and the amount already received from the Treasurer discussed.

9.	Copper/Lead line survey completion 
The completion of the Lead Line Survey as required by the EPA and the DDW was reviewed and discussed..  Since the system was completely redone in 1985 and any lead was totally banned in 1989 we are eligible for the non-lead inventory.  There were only 4 homes added between those dates and the entire initial system was PVC.

10	Review of Sanitary Survey completed 10/2024 and solutions to the cross connection enforcement issue

The completed sanitary survey for 2024 was reviewed and discussed.  It was recommended that a survey be randomly sent to a few homeowners on a regular basis as a sample.  After discussion with the Cross Control Administrator (Terry Smith) this was deemed to be the best approach based on fenced yards and dog issues.

11.	Discussion of the new requirements for PFAS testing 

Discussion regarding the new requirement to complete PFAS testing.  DDW will pay for the initial testing for very small water systems.  Details will be provided sometime in 2025.
