WELCOME:
In the absence of the Chair and Vice-Chair, Dean Tucker welcomed the Board and started to conduct the meeting.

KAYSVILLE BRANCH – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we have begun to stand steel on the Kaysville property.  They are pouring the floor now.  We met last week with the Mike Leishman and Gus Zamora, from FFKR Architects, and determined the quantity of the furnishings for the building.  We looked at some initial fabric choices and styles of furniture.  The Notice of Award for the shelving will be presented later today at the Commission Meeting, and then we will begin the contract process for it.  
Carol Page arrived and conducted the rest of the meeting.
MINUTES:


Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held October 21, 2014.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

BOARD MEMBER ACKNOWLEDGEMENT – COMMISSIONER LOUENDA DOWNS:

Mrs. Sanford said that we wanted to recognize and thank Commissioner Downs for the superior and extraordinary support she has given the Library and our community.  Commissioner Downs said it has been her honor and privilege to be associated with the Library.  On behalf of the Board, Mrs. Page said that she has been an awesome Commissioner and Library Board member and has accomplished many things over these years.  We have been very privileged to associate with her and wish her the best.
CONTRACTS:

Mr. Tucker made a motion to ratify the contract with Steven and Teresa Gashler in the amount of $300 for two holiday puppet shows at the South Branch Library on December 1, 2014 at 6:00 and 7:30 p.m.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve, and forward to the Commission, the contract with Kipper Brothers Puppet Works in the amount of $210 for a holiday puppet show at the North Branch Library on December 1, 2014 at 7:00 p.m.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
KAYSVILLE – UPDATE CONTINUED:

The FFE Committee is working on art elements for the wall on the west side of the children’s room.  The intent is to create a frieze, or decorative band about 18” high featuring a series of tan grams which would run the entire length of that wall.  A tan gram is a figure that is made up of seven different shapes, called tans.  We can make them out of any product we like.  We may use the tan grams for mobiles and book ends.  We have asked the architects for a quote on what it would cost for them to do shop drawings of the design of the tan grams which we would bid out to various vendors.
We will work with the University Museum of Fine Art and with Kaysville City for acquiring giclee reproductions of their LeConte Stuart art for designated spaces within the library.  We also have a group working on the acknowledgement of the Simmons Family and we have also begun to think about the display for the Blood Family Endowment.  For additional art opportunities we may buy in the future, we want to work through the Davis County Art Advisory Committee for their recommendations and bring their recommendations to the Board.  
CHILDREN’S SERVICES - UPDATE:

-For the Summer Reading Program for 2015, we are working with Syracuse City to obtain their permission to use their recreation center in Syracuse and with Autumn Glow to use their senior citizen center in Kaysville.  Once we have their permission we will formalize the rest of the programming.  We are going to expand and have programs on Monday as well as the usual Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.

 - We are tentatively planning a Readathon on Friday, March 13, 2015.  We will close the libraries at 6:00 p.m, and re-open them at 6:30 p.m. for the Readathon.  We will be doing Readathon’s in Layton, Bountiful and Clearfield.  As a long standing tradition, the Central Branch Readathon is co-sponsored with Layton City.  This year’s theme will revolve around Dr. Seuss.    
-The administrators are going to meet this week to talk about our collection development plans for next year and a lot of that revolves around our children’s services.

TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford reported to the Board that we are happy to announce that the Enterprise catalog program is going live today.  Jerry Meyer and Josh Johnson have done an amazing job of providing training to the entire staff so that our librarians are comfortable and equipped to navigate the new catalog and provide patrons with any help they might need.  There will be opportunities to receive additional instructions at the branches if patrons need assistance.

RATIFICATION OF BILLS – OCTOBER 2014:

Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the bills paid in October 2014 in the amount of $660,765.09.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mrs. Morgan made a motion to adjourn at 8:35 a.m.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
