PUBLIC HEARING/WASHAKIE PROJECT AREA PLAN & BUDGET – BOARD MEMBERS
(See Attachment No. 2 – Attendance List.) 

Chairman Tingey opened the public hearing at 5:35 p.m. and asked for comments from those in attendance.
Charles Holmgren of Bear River City stated he supports economic development but warned to be very careful when withdrawing resources like water.  Lots of water is required by industries.  He expressed concern with the concept of the Washakie Project as he had spoken to farmers in the area that have not been paid by Washakie.  He had concerns if it was a viable industry. 
DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City stated economic development is for the free market system. She said it has been stated that is pays for itself through tax increments, but it comes from each citizen.  Using people’s money for the RDA is wrong as well as is picking and choosing which businesses come to the county.  She asked what happens if the business fails, who is on the hook.  She said they should restore the government to be small and limited.
Denton John of Portage said he is the property owner bordering the Washakie Project.  He asked how it can be redeveloped if it had never been developed.  He asked if an environmental impact study had been done.  He said he cannot figure out how it is a viable operation.  He asked who owns the land.

Jason Burningham gave an overview of the project area.  He said this economic development area  is used to promote new economic employment opportunities.  It will allow Washakie to expand their operations and provides incentives to put in the necessary infrastructures and improvements.
