1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
2. Roll Call

3. Discussion:

Tooele City Commission/Board Appointments for 2015
Chairman Pratt expressed gratitude for the opportunity of working with City staff and the Council over the past year.

The Council would like to continue on the boards which they are currently assigned.  All committees will remain the same.  (List of Board Appointments attached)
The State still shows Shawn Milne as the City's representative for the Utah League of Cities and Towns Legislative policy committee; it should be Councilman Pruden.  

· Resolution 2015-04 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Opposing the Relocation of the Utah State Prison to the Tooele Valley
Presented by Mayor Patrick Dunlavy
The Mayor stated that because quite a few people are supposed to show up in support of the Council's action tonight, he may not read the whole resolution.  Instead, he will read a summary and invite the public to go to the website to read it in its entirety.  The Mayor would like to make sure that people understand all the work that has gone in to this Resolution and the interaction the City has had with the prison relocation committee.  At the end of the summary, the council can make a statement, if they would like.  Chairman Pratt stated that he was interviewed by Channel 5 today.  He has been contacted by many media channels, and the media may be at the meeting tonight.  He stated that he hoped that he represented the City's position well.  

The Mayor stated that a similar Resolution will be passed by Grantsville City tonight.  The Mayor went on to say that it's important that the public hear that both cities feel the same, and reflect what the community wants.  

Councilman Wardle complimented Mr. Baker on the how well the Resolution was written.  Other members of the Council agreed and said that it represented the City's position very well.   The Mayor would like to take the approved Resolution and hand-carry it to legislators.

· Ordinance 2015-01 An Ordinance of the Tooele City Council Establishing its Public Meeting Schedule for Calendar Year 2015
Presented by Michelle Pitt
Ms. Pitt stated that Utah State Code and the City Charter require that the City establish its public meetings schedules, which are held on the first and third Wednesdays of each month.  These meetings can be cancelled if there is a lack of agenda, or can be added to, if needed.  

· RDA Resolution 2015-01 A Resolution of the Redevelopment Agency of Tooele City, Utah (“RDA”) Establishing its Public Meeting Schedule for Calendar Year 2015
Presented by Michelle Pitt

Ms. Pitt stated that the RDA meetings are currently scheduled for the same dates as the City Council meetings, which are the first and third Wednesdays of each month.  Mr. Sant suggested that the RDA Resolution be moved to the end of the meeting, rather than jumping in and out of the Council meeting.
· Comcast Franchise Agreement
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Baker was contacted by a Comcast representative, who happens to be a former city attorney.  The franchise agreement has expired and Comcast would like to have a new agreement, with some suggested changes.  Mr. Baker stated that he had some questions about the new agreement and has emailed the Comcast representative, but hasn't received a response.  One concern regards Comcast wanting a perpetual right to collocate on any existing above-ground infrastructure.  The Council would like to receive Comcast’s response before they discuss this agreement.   

· Resolution 2015-05 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Withdrawing All Undeveloped Overlake Properties from the Boundaries of the North Tooele City Special Service District
Presented by Jim Bolser

Mr. Bolser stated that this was an item that came out of the City’s settlement agreement with Tooele Associates. This withdrawal will reduce the size of the North Tooele City Special Service District to what is built today.  Any new development that is adjacent to the district would not be part of the district, and not have the same rules, standards, etc.  A new development that wished to be part of the district would need to petition for annexation into the district.  Development within the district boundaries, would abide by the district’s standards.  

· Resolution 2015-06 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving the Annexation of Additional Sunset Estates Subdivision Property into the North Tooele City Special Service District

Presented by Roger Baker

Mr. Baker explained that at the same time the City is shrinking the North Tooele City Special Service District, they received a request to expand the district in another area.  Mr. Baker declared that all paperwork is in order to annex this area into the district.  The withdrawal will be filed with the State then the annexation will be sent to the State, so that the City ends up with the correct district.  

· Resolution 2015-07 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract Scope and Price Adjustment with Broken Arrow Inc for Additional Work Related to Installation of the 100 East Storm Drain Project

Presented by Paul Hansen
Mr. Hansen stated that this project was completed last fall.  While working on the project, utilities were discovered that were not mapped, and material was found that was saturated with clay.  These factors caused design modifications.  The cost of the price adjustment is $34,123.65.   

· 2015 Legislative Session Update

Presented by Randy Sant

Mr. Sant explained that all lobbyists will now be required to have a badge to identify who they are, who they represent, and must be worn at all times.  
Mr. Sant outlined the critical issues, stating that approximately 60% of the bills will have an impact on cities.  There are 270 bills right now.  Every legislator is given priority bills.  Most of the bills were filed in December.  
The key issues are:  
Transportation funding.  There has been a tremendous amount of work and discussion about transportation funding and the fact that local municipalities need more funding for road projects.  There has been a lot of discussion about raising the gasoline tax.  The legislative interim committee has agreed that this is a priority.

Funding city projects.  The City will ask for $1.8 million to finish the roads around Utah State University.  This will also take care of the road on Vine Street, and the weird curve.  This funding would also install a light at 1000 N.  

New growth issue.  The certified tax rate on property tax needs to be look at.  The formula that is used includes centrally-accessed property tax, and property tax.  Because either one of these taxes could go up or down, Mr. Sant feels these two taxes should be separated.  

Law enforcement/body worn cameras and investigations on any officer-involved shootings.  The Mayor stated that City officers have been wearing body cameras for over a year.  If this legislation goes through, the City will ask to be reimbursed for their equipment.  
RDA legislation.  There may be a task force appointed to redo the RDA legislation.  

Land Use issues.  

The City has asked for a redo of the “Bramble” bill, having to put up a bond when there's a judgment against a city.  Cities should be allowed to have options to fund bonds.

Environmental issues.  

There could be sign issue.

Mr. Sant explained that the Utah League of Cities and Towns Attorney Cameron Diehl sends out a summary of legislation discussion each week.  Mr. Sant will forward Mr. Diehl’s summaries to the Council, adding his own summary of critical issues that may affect the City.  The League legislation committee meets every Monday at noon.  

Mr. Sant stated that the Mayor has an issue with the way the tax and tourism tax is distributed.  Mr. Sant will work on a coalition to try to get those taxes distributed differently.  Mayor Dunlavy stated that he felt like the County blows that money and doesn't give any to the cities.  Mr. Sant stated that this needs to be a priority bill in order to get action taken.  He suggested that the Mayor sit down with the County Commissioners to see if something could be worked out first, before going to the legislature.  

4. Close Meeting to Discuss Property Acquisition and Litigation
Councilman Pruden moved to close the meeting to discuss property acquisition and litigation.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 5:38 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Paul Hansen, Randy Sant, Councilman Pruden, Councilman Wardle, Councilwoman Winn, and Chairman Pratt.

5.  Adjourn
