Sewer Plant Supervisor Brent Arns gave an update on the sewer plant. He stated that there has been some foam but it is normal for this time of year and they are getting on top of it. He also stated that the new drum screens will be changed out next week. 


Council Business:
Councilmember Stanley stated that the Santa activity went well and had good attendance with approximately 120 children who sat on his lap. She also stated that the vacuum in the community center doesn’t work well and needs to be replaced. Additionally, she reported that several residents have expressed concerns regarding the ongoing fiber installation work, noting that one resident was unable to exit their driveway during an emergency. She indicated that she has reached out to the fiber company to obtain a list of properties that will be impacted by the excavation and requested that Secretary Dalton notify those residents prior to any work being conducted on their property.

Councilmember Christensen updated the Council on his work on the LCWF Grant and asked which company should be used for engineering requirements for the grant application. Dan Fechner of Jones and Demille Engineering volunteered to discuss the grant with him.

· Sport Court Representative Justin White gave a report on his company, described the construction that his company would do to install a pickleball court, and answered questions. · After Mr. White left, Councilmember Stanley presented the three pickleball court bids to the Council for deliberation. After discussion, the Council agreed to accept the bid submitted by Sport Court.
