OPENING CEREMONY:  Pledge of Allegiance

DATE OF NEXT MEETING:  January 14, 2026

MINUTES APPROVED:  Minutes from October 8, 2025 were reviewed by Mayor and Council Members.  Council Member Dallin motioned the minutes from October 8, 2025 be approved.  Council Member J Holmgren seconded the motion.  All voted in approval.

DEPUTY REPORT:    Not in attendance.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  None

EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS:  None

DAVIS & BOTT AGREED UPON PROCEDURES: Matt Jensen with Davis and Bott attended the meeting to review the Agreed Upon Procedures they conducted with the Town.  The only findings were:  Outstanding paychecks are not clearing in a timely manner.  Clerk Holmgren will discuss this with the employee and make sure checks are being cashed.

TYONA PRICE – FARMERS MARKET AND PLAYGROUND: Farmers Market was good this year.  Maybe a little less people attending.  Mayor Armstrong wondered if Tremonton City moving their market to that day hurt us.  Tyona is wondering if the town wants to keep doing the Farmers Market?  If so she would be glad to keep it going.  She does have some things going on in her life and would love to have some help.  Mayor Armstrong suggested making a committee so it isn’t all on Tyona.  Council Member Dallin wondered if it was held during the week instead of on the weekend if it would do better?  Mayor Armstrong thanked Tyona for all her work.
Playground – The swing is being stored at the fire station.  Alan Christensen is going to try and get the cement barrier for the swing extended.  Not sure when this will happen.  Alan has contacted Misrasi’s.  They will come out and look at it to see what needs to be done to make the dimensions correct.  We also have wood chips that are being stored until we are ready for them.  Council Member Dallin suggested moving the swing to the park shed.  He will talk to Tyler.  Council Member R Holmgren stated he would be willing to help move it.  
CURTIS CHRISTENSEN – HANDICAP PARKING:  Curtis was not able to attend the meeting tonight.  Council Member Dallin received a note from Curtis requesting reimbursement for the Handicap Parking at the Park.  (Stan Hogan $1,500, Circle C $952.60, PR Paving $2,176.20, and Parsons $3,410.02).  He tried to contact Curtis today with no answer.  Council Member Dallin contacted Parsons to see if they could donate their part.  They stated because it was not billed to Bear River City and it was already paid for;  they could not donate it.  Council Member J Holmgren stated it could be paid for by the Road Department.  Council Member Dallin would like to talk to Curtis to make sure all these businesses have been paid.  In the future we need to have a better procedure on this type of project.  We need the plan, cost, budget, etc.  

KATHLEEN CHRISTENSEN PROPERTY BOUNDARY ADJUSTMENT APPLICATION:  Kathleen Christensen is selling her rental home and property.  Her desire is to have the property boundary adjusted on the parcel in order to allow more frontage on said property.  The new boundary would then bring the property up to the current requirements of 115 foot frontage, containing .57 acres.  Zoning Administrator Miller has signed off on this stating everything on the application is complete.  The mylar will need to be signed by Mayor Armstrong, Clerk Holmgren and Planning Commission Chairperson Hendrickson. Council Member J Holmgren motioned to approve the property boundary adjustment application for Kathleen Christensen.  Motion was seconded by Council Member Mecham.  All voted in favor.  

DETERMINE NEW GARBAGE FEES TO TAKE EFFECT JANUARY 1, 2026:  We had an accountant look over current garbage information.  This is the recommendation we received.  The town will need to charge $16 monthly per garbage can.  This increase is due to the garbage service provider increasing their charges.  This is a raise of $1.00 per month for the first can and an increase of $8.00 per month for each additional can.  Council Member Dallin motioned to make the mentioned change to garbage fees to take effect January 1, 2026.  Motion was seconded by Council Member J Holmgren.  All voted in favor.

PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION TO AMEND LMDC TO INCLUDE EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS AND UPDATE DEFINITIONS:  The Planning Commission has given their recommendation to the City Council to amend LMDC to include education institutions and update definitions.  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to amend Appendix A and Chapter 2 Definitions of the LMDC. Council Member J Holmgren seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

ORDINANCE TO AMEND LMDC AND BUSINESS LICENSE ORDINANCE:  Clerk Andreasen asked about the prorate fee for a business license.  We had someone come in the other day to get a business license.  If we prorated the fee it would just be a $1 and some change per month for the rest of the year.  Should we at least charge a minimum of $5?  Council Member R Holmgren suggested January through June we charge the full amount and July through December we charge half the amount.  This is for new licenses only.  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to amend the Business License Ordinance along with removing the prorated fee and charging ½ the fee for new applications received July through December.  Council Member J Holmgren seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

REVIEW AND POSSIBLY APPROVE ROCKY MOUNTAIN POWER FRANCHISE ORDINANCE:  Council Member Mecham has reviewed the franchise ordinance.  He doesn’t like some of it.  He has sent the agreement to Jay to review.  He would like to table this until January.  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to table this until January.  Council Member J Holmgren seconded this motion.  All voted in favor.

UPDATE ON SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE PROGRESS:  Gil and Clerk Andreasen went through the last subdivision draft and sent Jay the corrections.  They have not heard back from Jay.

UPDATE ON CONSTRUCTION STANDARDS:  City Engineer has not got back to us on this yet.

REVIEW PRIVACY POLICY:  The State is requiring cities and towns to adopt a privacy policy by the end of this year.  Council Member Mecham has taken the States template and made it our own to be in compliance with state law.  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to approve the Privacy Policy.  Council Member Dallin seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

UPDATE ON SENAWAVE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT – ATTORNEY RECOMMENDATIONS:  The Senawave Franchise Agreement was sent to Jay.  He sent back his recommendations and comments.  Council Member Anderson said he would work with them.  Clerk Holmgren will send him the contact information.

REVIEW AND APPROVE BILLS:  Council Members reviewed and initialed bills for their departments.     Council Member R Holmgren motioned to approve paying the bills.  Council Member Dallin seconded the motion.  Those voting in favor Council Members Anderson, J Holmgren, R Holmgren, Mecham and Dallin.  

COMPLAINTS AND ACTIONS TAKEN: There was a report of a pothole on 6100 North that a child drove their bike into.  Council Member Holmgren patched the pothole.  There was a report of a car in the city right of way.  Council Member Holmgren talked to the owner and they said they would take care of it.  There was one dog barking complaint that was forwarded to Council Member Mecham.  

DEPARTMENTS:  Generator – The bill we received was more than the bid we received.  Council Member Anderson called Golden Spike about it.  It was explained to him that we had so many change orders from what we originally wanted, that is where is increase in cost was.  We also need to have a better procedure to keep track of this kind of thing too.  

Park – We received a large bill from CNC Crane service for tree trimming at the Park.  Council Member Dallin had a verbal agreement with them that they only do about $5,000 a year.  They were just showing up at the park without permission or scheduling and trimming and cutting down trees.  This bill far exceeded that.  He talked to CNC and told them that we are on hold because this far exceeded the budget.

Irrigation – Headgate coming into town is shut down.  There is a small amount coming in to water animals.  He will be talking to Grover’s about installing the pipe on the main ditch between 6100 N to 6200 N.  

Sewer – The pumps at the lift station have recently been serviced.  He suggests buying a spare pump in the spring.  

Senior Citizens Christmas Dinner – Everything is a go for the dinner on December 10th.  Val is catering and Youth Council will be serving.

Youth Council – Sponsoring a pancake breakfast to raise money for Thanksgiving meals for people in need.

Food Pantry – Lots of donations and people have been using it.  Please spread the word.

Christmas Kickoff – This will take place on December 5th at 6:00 pm.

Code Enforcement Officer – Jones Engineering might be interested.  

ADJOURNMENT:  Council Member R Holmgren motioned to adjourn at 8:24 pm. Council Member Dallin seconded the motion.  All voted in approval.
