b.  Consider Programming Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) Projects

Myron Lee, Dixie MPO Director, reviewed the projects currently recommended for funding by the Dixie MPO Technical Advisory Committee. DTAC recommended the inclusion of Merrill Road Widening, Hamblin Parkway, and River Road Widening for inclusion on the 2026-2030 Transportation Improvement Plan:

c. Consider Programming Transportation Alternative Program and Carbon Reduction Program Projects

Myron Lee, Dixie MPO Director, reviewed the projects, Pioneer Parkway, Trail Study (Mathis to Fire Lake), Trail Etiquette Signage, and Audible Pedestrian Signals. These projects are recommended by the Advisory Committee to be funded under the Transportation Alternative Program and Carbon Reduction Program in STIP years 2026 and 2027. (See Attachment)

Thomas Nguyen, Dixie MPO Planner, shared the history of how the Active Transportation Plan was created. Mr. Nguyen stated the plan is reviewed and updated every 4 years. Mr. Wynn reviewed how funding is acquired and projects are determined.

· I-15 6-8 PSE is complete, but the project is still short on funding. Advertising will happen late summer 2026.
· South Bluff street is on track to advertise early spring 
· SR-9 is a high priority but funding is currently unavailable
