3. Brief updates on Public Works projects
Updates on various city projects:
Chris Tschirki: Water Re-use project is wrapping up, the target date to go online is in February.
Public Works is working with Central Utah Water Conservation on a feasibility study on other areas to re-use water. The new water tank is in place, and the park is open, but the well house and pump station still need to be built.

UDOT is widening Geneva Road and is constructing the connector road.

Lane Gray: Newman Construction is building the pump station & well house. Anticipated ground-breaking for the pump station is just after Thanksgiving. The project will hopefully take 18 months. Problems with the sealant on the joints of the water tank have been discovered. Meetings with the contractors and engineers are scheduled to fix the problem.

Reed Price: A couple of canals, the Provo Bench Canal Company and the North Union Canal Company, that the city has not used for many years, are being shut down. The assets are being distributed to the remaining shareholders of these companies. Storm Water has finished a couple of projects that will alleviate any possible flooding.

Tyler Peay: Phase 3 of the bike park has started, the mountain bike trails have been cut, and the skills meadow is about finished. Lights are going up for the Lights On Festival. The pickleball courts are finished at Northridge Park and bids are coming in for sports lighting at Windsor Park and the new Jazz multisport court. Monument signs are being installed at all the Parks, they will replace the old wooden signs that are starting to break down. The large swing at Nelson’s Grove Park has some structural issues, causing worries of it falling; the city is waiting to hear back from several engineers for ideas of how to fix it.

They calculated over 160,000 labor hours on the building. The layout of the building reflects the challenge of building around the previous City Center, so it could remain operational during construction.
