Attending: Chairman Brent Salisbury, Council Member Libby Zenger, Jerry Twitchell, Brent Cottle & Debi Salisbury. Dixie Sorensen & David LeMmon were excused.

Community Members in Attendance: Clint Shepherd, Scott Hansen & Tyler Timmons of R-6 Agency.

Meeting opened by Brent Salisbury.

The next meeting will be Thursday, January 15, 2026.

Debi Salisbury motioned for the meeting to adjourn at 8:00 pm. Libby Zenger seconded and the motion passed.

Libby Zenger made the motion to approve he minutes of the November 20, 2025 meeting. Jerry Twitchell seconded and the motion passed.

Building Permits:

Clint Shepherd requested a permit for a new shed on his property at 1336 E Main. The request was presented & approved.

Sydnee Horn requested a permit for a new vinyl fence on her property at 206 N 460 E. She was not present. The permit was approved as noted on the permit by the Committee and approved as such.
Public Comments:
Dennis Jensen has a concern that was read by Council Member Libby Zenger. His concern is that the subdivision at the 4-way stop on 100 South (land south of Mike Hansen) is for sale as an approved subdivision. This approval was given is 2014 and recorded with Sevier County. However, questions arose if this was still a valid approval due to the fact that there is only one (1) egress now available to the land. Chairman Brent Salisbury will discuss it with the Mayor. 

Commission Discussion:
a. It has come to the attention of the Mayor and Brent Salisbury that the home that is being built by Karl Piper at approximately 408 S Center Street has a property line issue and that the home was being built too close to the property line to the south owned by Bruce Henrickson. The property has re-surveyed, the house being built is in the right location and is 25’ from the south property line. Lines were adjusted & marked by Savage Engineering. There is a concern on the north property line to Jake Gale’s property. His fence is now approximately 25’ feet into the Bruce Henrickson property. This is now being handled between Bruce Henrickson & Jake Gale.
b. Meetings in January, February & March will include Zoom so that Chairman Brent Salisbury may attend while away. The Zoom icon has been added to the home bar. Scott Hansen will be there to set up the screen and computer. Debi Salisbury will set up the meetings and send the meeting invitation (ID and password) to Dixie Sorensen so that either she or Scott can run the computer.

c. Tyler Timmons of R-6 was in attendance to discuss setting up our Town Ordinances online with a system called Civiclink. The initial cost is $1,000.00 with a yearly $500.00 monitor/management fee. It was decided that he will attend the meeting of February 19, 2026 to discuss. 

d. The abatement of property owned by Jared Jensen at approximately 500 N Center Street is moving forward.
