1.    Minutes of November 12, 2025 – The minutes from the meeting of November 12,

2.    PTSO Report – Milena Mitre reported that the PTSO met for the first time in 
       December with another on the 15th of January.  They are pushing to get more parents
       and students involved with PTSO and the school Showcase on February 4th.  They

       will have a table set up during Showcase and Parent Teacher Conferences.

3.    Grant & Funding Update – Brett Wilson is now in full compliance with our 
       Trustlands funding.  We are to receive more Trustlands funding this year, around
       $74,000.00 which will be used for Student Support, reducing the achievement gap

       with our low income and Special Education Students.  We have seen improvement

       in our Pacific Islander students, ELL students and Reading with our SPED support.
       One item that has been suggested for Trustlands funding is a Marquee on 1300 East.   

       All grants have also been submitted.
4.    Reunification Plan – With a new Cottonwood High School Administration, a new 
       plan has been has been presented for reunification in the case of an emergency.  

       All students will be evacuated to the football field, with a secondary site at

       Woodstock Elementary.  For AMES parents and students, reunification will take 

       place in the South parking lot.  If using the secondary site, the reunification will take
       place at the front of Woodstock. 
5.    AMES Showcase – The AMES Board was given an invitation to the AMES Student
       Showcase on February 4th.evaluation
6.    Principal/CEO & Business Administrator Evaluation Tool – State statute states

       that Principals and Business Administrators should be evaluated every 2 years.  

       AMES hasn’t had an evaluation tool, the AMES Board is looking at other districts
       for help with the tool and the examples on the State Charter website.  Some of the 
       items to consider are:  How do the Board and Principal see the position, How to

       implement the evaluation, how to gather evidence such as parent surveys, objective

       structure and principal standards.  Richard Anthony will send the Granite School 

       District principal standards to the other Board members.  Brett Wilson will send an
       organization chart and a list of goals both short term & long term.  The Board 
       wonders if the values and goals are the same as when Brett Wilson was hired.  The 

       Board would like to spend more time in closed session to discuss and work to 

       develop the tool.  The Board will also seek the help of Heidi Alder, AMES legal

       advisor to help with the evaluation tool.
