Requests for Assistance:
Rod Magnuson and Craig Johanson attended the meeting to ask for assistance with replacing the old stock water line for Cottonwood Irrigation.  Craig Johanson gave a little history on their stock water system.  They put in a stock water line in the 70’s then in the year 2000 they teamed up with an agency and put in a new line.  The line now has many leaks and problems, so the 4” line needs to be upgraded. 
The ARDL program would be available, but they would not qualify for the Water Optimization program.  They were advised to contact NRCS and ask to be made a priority at the LWG at the first of the year.  The district could make it a Strategic Fund proposal.  Funding would probably be available about Oct. 2026.  GIP may be able to help also.
