10. Requirements and/or Stipulations imposed as a condition of approval are as follows:
A. Permit Requirements shall comply with Uintah County Title 6, Animal Control Ordinance
B. Have a current Ballard City Business License

C. Private kennels shall have no more than eight dogs over the age of four months.

D. All dogs in private kennels shall be owned by and licensed to the property owner.

E. Outdoor kennels shall be kept one hundred (100) feet from all property lines, of properties with a dwelling unit or three hundred (300) feet from nearest dwelling unit, whichever is further from the nearest dwelling unit, unless written permission is given by the owner of such dwelling unit.

F. Kennels that are not located within a commercial zone shall have a minimum lot size of two and one-half (2 ½) acres.
G. Dogs shall not be permitted to cause excessive odors, noises (under 55 dba), or otherwise threaten the health, safety, and welfare of the surrounding community.

H. Commercial dog kennels with more than eight dogs shall provide indoor facilities for the dog kennels. Dogs will be kept indoors unless they are supervised.

I. Indoor kennels will be installed with cooling and heating temperature controls.

J. An outdoor kennel shall not be allowed if there are more than four dwelling units within five hundred (500) feet of the property boundary, unless written permission is given by the owners of such dwelling units.

K. Outdoor kennels shall be kept one hundred fifty (150) feet from any road ROW.

L. For private kennels, the applicant must live in a home on the property or adjacent to the property where the kennel is located.
M. Planned breeding is not allowed in a private kennel.

N. Kennel Runs / Exercise Yards will be fenced with at least 6 ft. high fencing using 10-guage wire and 2” steel ports no more than 10 ft apart.

O. Conditional use permits for kennels shall be approved administratively by the community development director or designee in accordance with Uintah County Code 17.33.020(2).
11. The above conditions and requirements will be complied with.
