A. Electrical Plans brought into the City offices and Electrical Permit paid to City

B. Proposed plans to reduce noise, lights, dust as well as proposed painting, fencing, reclamation, and landscaping.

i. Noise reduction through the use of electric engines is encouraged by the City; however, in the event that an electric engine cannot be used engine noise will be controlled so as not to have a harmful effect on neighboring property owners Ordinance Title 13.18.030 3h
ii. Nighttime lighting would be minimized and confined to essential work areas; lighting would face downward to minimize nighttime glow effect to the extent safety would allow. Ordinance Title 13.18.030 3d

iii. Dust and Mud control prevented by using road base and chloride as needed on access road and pad area at well site. Include an emergency contact number for any problems. Ordinance Title 13.18.030 3i
iv. The well site shall be enclosed in a security fence, which at a minimum shall be chain link fencing, to prevent unauthorized persons from entering. Ordinance Title 13.18.030 3b
v. The immediate area around the well site shall be painted and landscaped to enhance the appearance of the site as set forth in ordinance Title 13.18.030 3c
C. Asphalt Pavement required and approved by Ballard City shall extend back 300 feet in length from access point on 1500 E. Paving shall be completed after roadway is cut into the well, to prevent mud and debris from tracking onto the roadway. Ordinance Title 13.18.030 e. All state and local codes, laws, regulations, and license requirements shall be complied with. 

D. No streets, roads or alleys will be blocked, even temporarily, at any time.
E. Speed limits will be enforced, and all drivers will be advised of the hazards along the access roads and of safe speed limits to accommodate for kids living just off roadway.

F. The wellhead shall be restricted to a minimum distance of one thousand (1,000) feet to any dwelling unit, unless the owner of the structure agrees otherwise in writing. Ordinance Title 13.18.030 3a
G. There shall be deposited with the application, the sum of Twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000) in lawful currency or by letter of credit or by a commercial surety bond for each well, which amount shall be forfeited upon the violation by the applicant, of any of the terms of the agreement as per our ordinance Title 13.18.020 4.
H. Drainage from the site shall be controlled so it does not adversely affect adjoining properties. Ordinance Title 13.18.030 3f
I. All pipelines shall be buried and laid where approved by the City and City Engineer. Ordinance Title 13.18.030 3g
J. Prior to starting construction for each proposed well, an update will be required at our Planning and Zoning meeting. This will help us keep informed and help XCL Energy with any ordinance updates.

K. Additional requirements and conditions may be imposed that may be necessary for the protection of adjacent properties and public welfare.

L. All requirements above will be addressed and completed before drilling commences.
