Minutes for E.C. Preservation Commission Meeting
Jan. 27th 2015
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	Chairwoman, Shirley Begay called the meeting to order.  Those present were Shirley, Wade, Ed, Vernell, Jan & Bernice.  Those excused were Vernell, Ethan, LaMar, Mervin and Dottie.
	The minutes from our November meeting were read by Bernice.  Jan made the motion to accept and Bernice seconded.  
	Shirley informed us that there had been a notice from the State that all public meeting’s agendas and minutes need to be posted on the State website from here on out.  The agenda needs to be posted 24 hrs. before the meeting.  All minutes need to be posted within 3 days following the meeting.  
	Mervin Miles was contacted by phone to find out if the wood for the repairs on the Swinging Bridge had been ordered.  He reported that Danny Cox would cut the lumber as soon as we had a storage facility secured.  Comm. Migliori told us last meeting that we could use the old weed and mosquito building.  That message was conveyed to Mervin and he then called Danny and Danny will cut the wood and deliver it to the building.  (wood ordered: 1/27/15)
	Ed was asked to report on the project of securing a place to put a set of the OST silhouettes in Green River.  He has talked to several people there and they are very favorable about the project.  He will meet with the Green River city council and see if they would give us a little financial support for this project. He will also check to see who owns  the ground where we would like to install the silhouettes.  He will report next meeting.  Bernice will put out a call for bids on this next project.  
	The next item on our agenda was to discuss the damaged silhouettes at the Buckhorn Well site.  Bernice asked Eldon Holmes, the original sculpturist, what could be salvaged and what needed to be replaced.  Eldon said that he thought he could take his scout troop and his portable welder and they could hammer out some of the damage and make the necessary repairs for the cost of dinner for his troop.  We all agreed that we would chip in to make that happen.  Eldon will let us know when it will work for his troop.  We will get some pizzas and all the trimmings.  
	Wade reported that the guys that were caught in the vicinity of the damaged silhouettes had brushed out their tracks at the silhouette site and so the only thing that the authorities had actually caught them at was destroying the cattlemen’s water troughs.  So there will not be any restitution for the damages of the metal sculpture.  
	We discussed the interpretive signs for Wilsonville and Mohrland.  Bernice has a draft done for the Wilsonville sign.  She asked if Vernell would get her the information needed to do a draft of the Mohrland sign.  We need to take a small trip out to the turn to go to Wilsonville and decide where an appropriate site would be for the sign.  Close enough to the highway for it to be noticed, but possibly on County ground as opposed to the State right-of-way.   We discussed that the Mohrland sign would work best if it were put at the intersection of Mohrland and the Burma Road.  There is even room there for vehicles to stop.  Vernell noted that Lori Ann and Kerry Larsen have worked on this project and they have the information we need.  We wondered if a tri-lateral sign would be needed to get all the maps and photos we would like to use.  We will give that some thought as we look for funding for these two projects.  
	Our next meeting was scheduled for Feb. 24th at 1:00 p.m.
