We have had experience with these offerings and can recommend them to you. Planting trees on your property not only benefits you and your family with beauty, shade and a living legacy but adds to the livability and vitality of our whole community.  Our goal is to have trees of many species to add variety and resilience i.e. limiting losses from insects and disease. We have left off some maples and flowering pears that have weak limbs or root problems and are over-planted in our community. The U.S.U TreeBrowser is one source but doesn’t include most cultivars (sub-species) listed here.
