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Parks and Recreation Advisory Board Tour Narrative

Beginning at Logan Community Recreation Center

Stop #1: Northwest Park Phase 2 – 1200 North 400 West
This parcel is located immediately south of Bridger Elementary School.  A 5-acre part of the 15-acre park is being constructed by Willow Valley Construction.  The landscaping and flatwork should be completed by October of this year.  Two playgrounds and a volleyball pit are being designed.  The next part of the park to be submitted for design review is the restroom/softball field building and landscaping.  A storm water detention basin/playfield area and additional landscaping is the final phase of the park.  The project is funded by City capital funds, County RAPZ tax, and federal Land and Water Conservation Funds.  This phase approximately $200,000.

Stop #2: Majestic Park – 766 Majestic Drive
Majestic Park is located just south of Woodruff Elementary School near 1000 West and 1000 South (Golf Course Road).  This is a small 1-acre pocket park.  There has been a good deal of public input concerning the park and the Department continues to receive comment from the neighborhood in preparation for design review approval from the City Planning Commission which is scheduled for August 26 at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall.  Although a design was submitted by the Dept. for Commission review, some revisions are possible.  The project is funded by County RAPZ tax funds.  Approximately $45,000.

Stop #3: 1000 West Trail – 1500 South 1000 West
This is a continuation of the Logan River Trail from ICON Health &Fitness, Inc. under the 1000 West Bridge and onto City property currently referred to the 1000 West Park.  The 1000 West section of the trail is being designed by Cache Landmark and it is proposed to follow the Logan River part of the way then divert in two directions: south between the Logan River Estates neighborhood and The Springs neighborhood to 1800 South and a future connection downstream of the Logan River.  The project is funded by County RAPZ tax.  The project amount is $85,700 for design and construction.  Project completion is anticipated by summer 2011.

Stop #4: 1700 South Park – Blacksmith Fork River/1700 South
This property is owned by the City and contains 2.3 acres of undeveloped land.  Its intent is to provide additional off-street parking for patrons using the Logan Soccer Complex on the north side of the Blacksmith Fork River.  This parcel will include a footbridge to cross the river, walking path that connects to sidewalk on 1700 South, and landscaping in addition to the parking lot.  County RAPZ tax is currently funding ½ of the footbridge expense and the Department has submitted a State trails grant for the other half of the footbridge cost (about $47,000).  The park cost is $330,000 and is not currently funded.  A federal Land and Water Conservation grant has been submitted, but the Department will not know until November.

Stop #5: Denzil Stewart Nature Park – 100 South 800 East
Stewart Nature Park contains 6.23 acres and is bordered by the Logan River on the north and River Heights to the south.  Due to some undesirable activity in the past, the Department is proposing to re-introduce permission to allow the public to have dogs on leash as a strategy to address undesirable activity.   The permitted use was discontinued at a time when Parks staff began experiencing a significant increase in dog feces in the park, prompting the restriction.  With public awareness efforts to increase responsible ownership, the Department hopes for greater cooperation from dog owners.

Stop #6: Ray Hugie Hydro Park – U.S. 89 @ Logan River
Ray Hugie Hydro Park is a critical trail junction for existing and proposed City trail systems.  Currently, City engineers are designing a trail connection between the north portal of the Bonneville Shoreline Trail tunnel and the park.  This is critical to provide safe passage for trail users to traverse the proposed Logan Canyon Gateway Trail which will connect Ray Hugie Hydro Park and the trailhead of the River Trail in Logan Canyon.  Part of the trail connection involves a $215,000 retaining wall so trail users can get between the shoulder of the highway and the adjacent rocky bluff on the north.  The engineer’s estimate for the project is approximately $278,000.  Funding for the project has not yet been determined.
