District Business Administrator Remarks (Tim Leffel)
• Tim shared background: with the District since 2010, previously Finance Director.
• Expressed excitement to work closely with the Foundation and gratitude for Foundation partners.
• Noted positive feedback from community partners (e.g., Marathon) about the Foundation’s impact.
• Offered availability to board members through the District office or Kara.

• Board expressed excitement for upcoming holiday initiatives.
• Reminder of holiday programs: Elves and the Shoemaker, Salvation Army partnership, and Junior High Spree ornament shopping.

• Portfolio value decreased slightly from ~$4.9M to ~$4.875M.
• Unrealized gains dipped modestly; board noted normal market fluctuation and expectation of future opportunities
Partner Spotlight: Marathon Fundraiser for Child Spree
• Sherry reported Marathon Maintenance Department selected Child Spree as beneficiary for their 4th annual fundraiser and barbecue.
• Dean Adam and Tim Smith described the event: hundreds of employees, contractors, and community partners gathered during a workday.
• Event included raffle/auction items, barbecue lunch, and strong internal participation.
• Marathon promised to match employee/partner donations.
• Donation announced: $50,000 to support Child Spree.
• Board expressed gratitude; photo taken with Marathon representatives.
Program & Event Updates (Foundation Staff)
• State Unified Soccer: successful district tournament preceding state event; Red Hawks and Wildcats placed, with state champions celebrated.
• Trunk or Treat partnership with Young Chevrolet: well-attended family event; thanks to Kelly and Oliver.
• Innovative Grants: over 100 applications received; Sherry and Kara reviewing; some applications disqualified for not meeting guidelines.
• Holiday initiatives underway: Salvation Army support and Junior High Spree ornament shopping; website updated to make holiday opportunities prominent.
Unfinished Business / Current Needs
• Junior High Unified Basketball sponsorships: 3 teams still need sponsors (Centerville, Farmington, Millcreek). Cost $1,500 per team.
• Possible sponsor support from Syracuse Titans fundraiser noted.
Light the World at Ogden Christmas Village
• Foundation selected to participate in Christmas Village Light the World initiative.
• Kickoff event: December 1 at Ogden Christmas Village.
• Performances: Bountiful Junior High Choir (5:30 p.m.) and Woods Cross High School Choir (5:45 p.m.).
• Board encouraged to share approved promotional packet to drive attendance.

Community Partner Presentation: Family Community Christmas (FCC)
• FCC event date: December 20, 2025, 9:00 a.m.–3:30 p.m., at Kaysville Horse Riding Arena.
• Projected participation: ~1,200–1,500 children from ~450 families (record high since 2019).
• Each child receives: new toy, blankets, hygiene kits, clothing/boots/shoes, and access to pony/horse rides, live music, snacks, and food packs.
• Current needs: ~300 toys short; donations accepted via Venmo or FCC gift registry (FCCofUtah.com).
• Volunteer needs: ~1,000 volunteers day-of. Volunteers can shop with families; language matching when possible.
• Pre‑event volunteer opportunities:
• – Clothing sorting party on December 11 (Farmington, 6:30–8:30 p.m.; details to be emailed).
• – Setup event on December 19 at the arena; sign-up link available in the board app.
Board Composition Update

Partnership Win: KI Dream Classroom Grant
• Kara reported on KI (school interiors company) $50,000 ‘Dream Classroom’ giveaway.
• Northridge High School teacher Ms. Jelly (special education) was a West-region semifinalist and won after community voting.
• District email system and Foundation social channels used to drive votes.
• Grant will fund a $50,000 classroom makeover for specialized education students.
