Public Input/ Reports, Non agenda items (limited to three minutes)— 
Raymond Petrulsky came in and introduced himself and mentioned that he is the one who has been emailing and communicating in regards to the Little League extension coming to Goshen Valley, it will serve as an extension of the already incorporated City league we have going on.
