Minutes
Chairman Capson stated that the minutes would be approved in the January 2015 board meeting.
Warrants
The listing of warrants was presented to the board for their review and approval.  The warrant listing included both payroll related warrants and accounts payable.  A motion was made by Kendall Crittenden to approve the warrants as presented.  The motion was seconded by Kipp Bangerter and the motion passed all in favor.
The public hearing was opened to her the 2015 budget along with the amendments to the 2014 budget.
Chief Giles presented the amendments to the 2014 to the board for their review and approval.  He presented the original budget with the proposed amendments.  He stated that wage and wage related expenses were higher than they had anticipated and the wild land revenue was lower than anticipated.  
Chief Giles presented the 2015 budget to the board for review.  This included the General Fund, assessment Fund and Capital Projects Fund.  
The chairman opened the hearing for comment.  One comment was addressed.  A resident asked for verification of the line item regarding the area enhancement revenue line item and confirmation that the assessment was based on the previous year assessed value.  This was confirmed by the chairman.
The public hearing was closed.
A motion was made by Greg McPhie to adopt Resolution 14-03 opening and amending the 2014 budget and Resolution 14-04 adopting the 2015 budget.  The motion was seconded by Mike Kohler and the motion passed all in favor.
The board addressed the date and time for the 2015 Fire District board of directors meetings.  It was determined that the board would meet on the second Wednesday of each month at 5:00 pm.  A motion was made by Steve Farrell to adopt Resolution 14-05 setting the date and time for the 2015 Fire District board of directors meetings.  The motion was seconded by Kendall Crittenden and the motion passed all in favor.
