Michelle told them about the septic issues, how the leach lines are on property that was being sold. They do have an easement, and Michelle has a signature from public health that it would be okay. Michelle did say there are few things that are not finished yet that were legal description information and the map would need to be redone to reflect the corrected information. There were questions about what Jermey would be doing with the land. Michelle said all they have in front of them right now is purchasing the land. As far as she knew he was just going to be keeping horses there, but she did not know what the future held. Gray asked the public if there were any concerns and they said no. Gray asked the commission if they had any questions or concerns and they said no.

Gary Laing asked if he could ask a few questions about the short-term rental ordinance that the planning and zoning did. He asked how the requirements of the application came about. Gray called for a motion to approve last meetings minutes. Barbara made a motion to approve the minutes for last meeting. Ty seconded the motion. All voted in favor, motion was carried. Minutes for last month's meeting were approved. 

Gray called for a motion to approve the Minor Subdivision Application submitted for the address of 27 N. 200 W. Loa pending the map updates. Ty made the motion to approve the Minor Subdivision Application. Barbara seconded the motion. All voted in favor, motion was carried.  

Gray called for a motion for a roll call vote to recommend Residential Mixed Use Overlay Ordinance to Town Council for approval. Ty made the motion to recommend Residential Mixed Use Overlay Ordinance to Town Council. Barbara seconded it. Ty voted yes, Barbara voted yes, Gray voted yes, and Lacie voted yes. Motion was carried. 

They moved onto the business items on the agenda and turned the time over to Brock. He reminded everyone of the Regional Growth Summit in May, and registration would be coming up. Brock told them about his new website he has and if they are interested in getting an interactive zoning map online, he can help with that. Ty asked Brock about a plat map or a parcel view of Wayne County. Brock told him the county is still in the process of updating their parcel data. He talked about whether they are interested in getting that kind of data on the town’s website he can reach out to who does it and tell them they are interested. They talked about how it would be a good idea to get a new zoning map with parcels for the wall. Brock asked if they wanted him to reach out to the people to get that started with getting it on our website. They all said yes. He let them know it would be a link that they would add to the website. He asked if they were interested in code hosting and whether it being an option to putting ordinances on the website. He explained what code hosting is and how it works. Brock told them about a couple businesses that do it and showed them an example of Hanksville. He said that if they decide they want to then he can get more information for them. 

Brock gave them a heads up what the state is coming out with about wildfires. He explained to them what it is and that they don’t need to do anything yet but may need to adopt a wildfire code soon. He will probably have more information for them by the next meeting. 

Brock moved onto the annexation policy plan update. He said everyone in the county is working on their annexation policy plans and thinks it would be a good idea if Loa did as well. He told them to get familiar with it, because there have been and will be some changes from the legislature. Brock said he would be happy to make the map for them and help them in anyway. Michelle said what she has read that has changed from state code is still pretty consistent with what they have now, but the map can definitely need an update. Brock said they could review it and he could come back to the next meeting with some suggestions. Gray asked if people could annex an island. Brock said no and explained why. Derek asked about on the map it says they won’t service water at a certain elevation. Brock said if that is something you want to keep in your policy you can. Brock told them the criteria that must be on their map is the character of the community, the need for municipal services in developed and undeveloped areas, the municipalities plan of extension services, and how the services will be financed. He made them aware of the differences in the public hearing notice period for the annexation. Ty said that he can also make a map if needs be. Brock told them he would let the Town Board know they are working on this as well. Derek said they should get a copy of Lyman’s annexation plan so they can see the boundaries. Brock did tell them that you have to be a certain distance away from the other town, and if they are not, they have to notify the other town. They looked at the water system map to see how far the town water went. Brock said he would plan on helping them and coming to the next meeting. 

Gray brought the fire stuff up again to Brock and said he didn’t see a lot of risk in Loa. Brock said there had been a lot of back and forth deciding who should be required to adopt it. Brock showed them the map and the language it had on it. 

Brock brought up OPMA training and if they wanted to do it combined with Torrey that was an option. They talked about how it would be good to have a meeting combined with the Town Board in the near future to see what direction they wanted the pandz to take and what other ordinances they would like them to be working on next. 

No other items were discussed.

Gray asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Barbara made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Lacie seconded it. All in favor, motion carried.
