BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:
Cedar Hills has contracted with American Fork City for public safety services for both fire/ems and
police services since 2019. In 2019 Cedar Hills entered into a ten year agreement that had an annual
percentage increase in cost of 2%. Since the inception of that agreement, public safety costs have
risen dramatically when compared to actual inflation. This has been the result of societal disruptions
making recruiting police officers and medics more difficult, supply chain issues related to obtaining
necessary medical and fire apparatus, local competition for qualified individuals, Utah State
Legislature mandated changes to public safety retirement, as well as the previously stated above
average inflationary changes. For these reasons, in 2024 the contract called for a rebalancing of the
cost for services, and as a result Cedar Hills public safety costs rose dramatically, by nearly 70% to
address cost changes due to these pressures. The current contract is set to expire in 2029, however,
staff is recommending that changes be made to address these cost differentials on an annual basis to
avoid another large increase in cost similar to 2024. Staff has been negotiating a new contract with
American Fork, working to address their concerns with rising costs, and not wanting Cedar Hills
public safety services to be subsidized by American Fork residents; as well as Cedar Hills concerns
related to the level of services expected, specifically with police presense in our community.

The most recent proposal would include a payment in fiscal year 2026 to make the annual
contribution for that fiscal year at 5%, and then the annual change in cost would be tied to the
national Consumer Price Index (CPI) plus 2%. It would be expected that annual cost increases to
Cedar Hills would range from 4-6%.Currently, the total cost of services paid to American Fork for
police and fire/ems is about $2,234,000. For context, Alpine City, a similar population and call volume
budgeted $3,188,501 for emergency services in FY2026. Because it is expected that the cost of
service will increase by these amounts, staff is proposing a change to the fee schedule, public safety
utility fee, in order to fund expected public safety increases. This fee change will be discussed later in
tonight’s meeting.

In the proposed agreement that Cedar Hills provided to American Fork, a level of service was
outlined that American Fork had said didn’t fit with the model of how they patrol. It was requested
by Cedar Hills that American Fork then draft a statement outlining a level of service clarification in
the contract that would meet the needs of our community. Staff received a proposal late in the
process of preparing this council packet, and has not fully reviewed the proposal with legal counsel.
The proposed language for service levels is as follows:




“American Fork shall submit an Operational Performance Report (OPR) in writing on a monthly basis. In
addition, an oral report may be given in a public meeting to the City Council at the request of Cedar
Hills. The OPR shall include call metrics, service reports, arrests, traffic enforcement by type, critical call
response times, animal control calls, citizen contacts, major incident summaries, total calls for service,
and operational updates. The report will also detail enhanced service requests which require
temporary, short-term increases in personnel or resources such as additional patrols or targeted
enforcement measures at locations throughout the city including parks, crosswalks, city facilities, golf
course, or other identified locations.”

PREVIOUS LEGISLATIVE ACTION:
Cedar Hills last entered into a public safety agreement with American Fork in 2019, the agreement was
amended in 2024 to include indemnification language.

FISCAL IMPACT:
To be determined. The most recent proposal would include a payment in fiscal year 2026 to make
the annual contribution for that fiscal year at 5%, and then the annual change in cost would be tied
to the national Consumer Price Index (CPI1) plus 2%. It would be expected that annual cost increases
to Cedar Hills would range from 4-6%.Currently, the total cost of services paid to American Fork for
police and fire/ems is about $2,234,000. For context, Alpine City, a similar population and call volume
budgeted $3,188,501 for emergency services in FY2026.

PUBLIC SAFETY SERVICE AGREEMENT

This Public Safety Service Agreement ("Agreement") is entered into between AMERICAN FORK
CITY ("American Fork"), a Utah Municipal Corporation, with an office located at 51 East Main Street,
American Fork, Utah, 84003, and the CITY OF CEDAR HILLS ("Cedar Hills"), a Utah Municipal
Corporation, with an office located at 10246 N Canyon Road, Cedar Hills, Utah 84062.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, American Fork has provided law enforcement services to Cedar Hills under an
Interlocal Cooperative Agreement dated October 28, 19598, and its subsequent amendments
(“1998 Agreement”);

WHEREAS, American Fork desires to continue providing law enforcement and animal control
services to Cedar Hills; and

WHEREAS, American Fork has provided fire and EMS services to Cedar Hills since 2019; and

WHEREAS, the parties wish to continue their relationship related to public safety services.

AGREEMENT TERMS

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, warranties, representations, and
conditions herein and for other good and valuable consideration, American Fork and Cedar Hills hereby
covenant and agree as follows:

1. Services Provided

American Fork agrees to provide all necessary and reasonable law enforcement services,
animal control services, fire services and EMS services to Cedar Hills for the Term of this
Agreement as set forth herein

American Fork will handle all police matters in Cedar Hills, including but not limited to
providing Cedar Hills with access to any police reports and animal control reports
pertinent to Cedar Hills; assuming all municipal law enforcement and animal control
duties within the territorial and/or jurisdictional limits of Cedar Hills; providing
preventative patrol and investigative services and NOVA instruction; and other related
services pursuant to established practice.

American Fork will handle all fire and EMS service calls in Cedar Hills, including but not
limited to fire suppression, fire prevention, fire education, specialized

responses and shall provide Cedar Hills with access to any fire and EMS reports and
documents pertinent to Cedar Hills; assume all fire and EMS services within the
territorial and/or jurisdictional limits of Cedar Hills; and other related services pursuant
to standard practice.
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2. Term of Agreement

The term of this Agreement shall be for five (5) years, beginning July 1, 2025 and ending
June 30, 2030. Following the initial five-year term, the Agreement will automatically
renew every 12 months unless written notice is given by either party no later than 180
days prior to the renewal date. The notice shall state the party’s intent to terminate this
Agreement. The first renewal date following the execution of this Agreement shall be
July 1, 2030 and subsequent renewal dates shall fall on the first day of each fiscal year
thereafter (July 1, 2031, then July 1, 2032, etc.) for a period of 10 years.

FY 2025: In exchange for the services of the American Fork Fire and Rescue
Department, Cedar Hills agrees to pay to American Fork an annual amount of
$1,199,184.00 for fiscal year 2025. Said annual amount shall be paid in equal monthly
installments of $99,932.00 no later than the 15" of each month, beginning July 15,
2024.

Following fiscal year 2025, in exchange for the services of the American Fork Fire and
Rescue Department, Cedar Hills will pay American Fork a baseline annual contract
amount of $1,265,139 per year (the “Baseline Fire Contract Amount”). Beginning on July
1, 2026 (the start of fiscal year 2027), the Baseline Fire Contract Amount will increase
annually by 2% more than the average national 12-month Consumer Price Index, United
States Average for All Urban Consumers (“CP1”) for the previous calendar year, as
calculated by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistic and published on its official government
website. For example, if the average national 12-month CPI-U for the calendar year
2025 is 2.7% (as represented on the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistic’s official website),
then, beginning in July 1, 2026, the Baseline Fire Contract Amount will be increased by
4.7% (2% more than the 2.7% CPI for 2025) for fiscal year 2027. This increase of the
Baseline Fire Contract Amount will occur annually beginning on July 1 of each year, and
continuing through the term of this Agreement. In the event that the Agreement is
renewed pursuant to Section 2.1 above, the annual increase of the Baseline Fire
Contract Amount will continue to occur for each year that the Agreement is renewed.
The Baseline Fire Contract Amount (and any increases thereto) shall be paid in equal
monthly installments, which installment payments will be made no later than the 15" of
each month.

FY 2025: In exchange for the services of American Fork Police Department, Cedar Hills
agrees to pay to American Fork and annual amount of $990,000.00 (“Police Contract
Amount”), to be paid in equal monthly installments of $82,500.00 no later than the 15%
of each month, beginning July 15, 2024.

Following fiscal year 2025, in exchange for the services of the American Fork Police
Department, Cedar Hills will pay American Fork a baseline contract amount of
$1,044,450 per year (the “Baseline Police Contract Amount”). Beginning on July 1, 2026
(the start of fiscal year 2027), the Baseline Police Contract Amount will increase annually
by 2% more than the average national 12-month Consumer Price Index, United States
Average for All Urban Consumers (“CPI”) for the previous year, as calculated by the U.S.
Bureau of Labor Statistic and published on its official government website. For example,
if the average national 12-month CPI for the calendar year 2025 is 2.7% (as represented
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on the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistic’s official website), then, beginning in July 1, 2026,
the Baseline Police Contract Amount will be increased by 4.7% (2% more than the 2.7%
CPI for 2025) for fiscal year 2027. This increase of the Baseline Police Contract Amount
will occur annually beginning on July 1 of each year, and continuing through the term of
this Agreement. In the event that the Agreement is renewed pursuant to Section 2.1
above, the annual increase of the Baseline Police Contract Amount will continue to
occur for each year that the Agreement is renewed. The Baseline Fire Contract Amount
(and any increases thereto) shall be paid in equal monthly installments, which
installment payments will be made no later than the 15" of each month.

4. Status as Independent Contractor

The parties enter into this Agreement at arms' length. American Fork shall at all times be
considered an independent contractor for all purposes under this Agreement, including
the performance of all responsibilities identified under Section 1. Nothing in this
Agreement shall be deemed or construed to create a joint venture, partnership or
employer/employee relationship between the parties.

Neither party shall hold itself out as the representative or agent of the other party.
Neither party has the right to exercise any control over the other party, its employees,
its Officers or its agents, and neither party shall seek such right. American Fork, its
employees, and Officers assigned to Cedar Hills shall not be deemed employees or joint
employees of Cedar Hills for any purpose. American Fork retains the sole right and
authority to recruit, hire, promote, discipline, demote, discharge, determine rates of pay
for, establish the terms and conditions of employment of, and/or to direct and control
the manner in which its employees and Officers discharge their professional and work
duties.

American Fork is responsihle for instructing and training its Officers and public safety
employees consistent with this Agreement and industry standards. American Fork shall
ensure that its Officers and public safety employees receive regular instruction and
training, pursuant with industry standards in public safety and best practices. American
Fork shall be solely responsible for all employee wages, timesheets, payroll deductions,
federal and state taxes, unemployment compensation contributions, social security
taxes, and benefits of its employees and Officers. Neither party nor its employees,
agents or Officers are entitled to receive any benefits, including but not limited to
salary, vacation pay, sick leave, retirement benefits, social security, workers'
compensation, health, disability and unemployment that the other party may provide to
its employees. It is understood that Cedar Hills will not provide and shall not be
responsible for worker’s compensation coverage for American Fork or any Officer or
public safety employee. Responsibility for providing such coverage remains solely with
American Fork. When rendering Services at the Facilities, Officers and public safety
employees act solely as the agents of American Fork.

5. Screening and Qualifications of Officers

American Fork warrants and represents that each Officer and public safety employee who shall provide
services under this Agreement shall meet all requirements for service as a law enforcement officer,
public safety officer, or fire, rescue, animal control, or medical officer in the state, county, and/or
municipality where he or she will be assigned, is fully licensed in the state where he or she will be
assigned, and is in good standing in all states in which the Officer or employee is licensed.
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6. Operational Performance Reporting

American Fork shall submit an Operational Performance Report (OPR) in writing on a monthly basis. In
addition, an oral report may be given in a public meeting to the City Council at the request of Cedar Hills.
The OPR shall include call metrics, service reports, arrests, traffic enforcement by type, critical call
response times, animal control calls, citizen contacts, major incident summaries, total calls for service,
and operational updates. The report will also detail enhanced service requests which require
temporary, short-term increases in personnel or resources such as additional patrols or targeted
enforcement measures at locations throughout the city including parks, crosswalks, city facilities, golf
course, or other identified locations.

7. Legal Compliance

American Fork represents and warrants that it has secured and shall maintain all required licenses,
permits and certificates applicable to its activities and obligations, and its Officers and public safety
employees shall comply with any and all federal, state and local laws, regulations and ordinances related
to the terms of this Agreement. American Fork warrants that it shall comply with all federal, state and
local laws, ordinances, statutes, rules and regulations governing the employment of its workers.
American Fork warrants specifically that it shall be responsible exclusively for, and, in accordance with
the law, shall pay to its employees and Officers all compensation, salary and any other remuneration
due in connection with Services performed by them under this Agreement. If American Fork materially
breaches this section due to a finding by a court or governmental authority, Cedar Hills may, in addition
to other remedies, in its sole discretion, terminate this Agreement immediately.

Cedar Hills warrants that it shall not restrict, hinder, or delay American Fork in its duty to comply with all
federal, state and local laws, ordinances, statutes, rules and regulations.

8. Release of Liahility and Indemnification

Neither party hereto shall be liable for any damages proximately resulting from the negligence or
wrongful acts or omissions of the other party or the other party’s employees or agents in the
performance of this Agreement. American Fork agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless Cedar
Hills, and its employees, officials and agents from and against all claims, actions, damages, losses and
expenses, including reasonable attorney fees and costs, arising out of the American Fork’s negligence or
American Fork’s performance. At all relevant times, American Fork will ensure that Cedar Hills is listed as
an additional insured with American Fork insurance policy and carrier. American Fork agrees this
indemnity obligation shall survive the completion or termination of this Agreement. Cedar Hills agrees to
defend, indemnify and hold harmless American Fork, and its employees, officials and agents, for any
claims related to the interpretation of or challenges to the validity of Cedar Hill's ordinances, or
negligence of Cedar Hills, its employees, officials and agents acting separately or independently from
American Fork in Cedar Hills performance of this Agreement. Cedar Hills agrees this indemnity
obligation shall survive the completion or termination of this Agreement.

9. Non-exclusivity
This Agreement is non-exclusive between the parties. Each party has the right to enter into similar

relationships with any other entities.

10. No Third-Party Beneficiaries
Nothing in this Agreement is intended to or shall be deemed to confer any rights upon any person who
is not a party hereto, including any Officer.

11. Assignment
This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of the parties' respective successors, heirs, and assigns.
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12. Headings
The headings of this Agreement are for convenience only and shall not be interpreted to limit or affect
in any way the meaning of the language contained in this Agreement.

13. Governing Law
This Agreement shall be subject to and interpreted under the laws of the State of Utah.

14. Severability of Provisions

In the event any one or more of the provisions of this Agreement is invalid or otherwise unenforceable,
that provision shall be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law, and the enforceability of the
remaining provisions shall be unimpaired.

15. Integration of Previous Agreements

This Agreement is the complete understanding of the parties with respect to its subject matter and
supersedes any and all prior oral or written communications, agreements, understandings, or
representations relating to the same.

16. Waiver
The waiver of any breach of any provision of this Agreement shall be effective only in the specific

instance and for the specific purpose for which given and shall not be construed as a waiver of any
subsequent breach hereof.

BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:
In the General fund, American Fork public safety contract was adjusted to reflect inflation
American Fork’s public safety departments are experiencing. Public safety departments
throughout the Wasatch front have been supporting staffing costs that often include multiple
raises exceeding double digits for the last six years. American Fork’s policy is to remain slightly
above the median in pay, so they can minimize turnover. Cedar Hills’ previous contract had 2%
increases based on the public safety environment seven years ago, and the new contract
provides an additional 3.4% in the current fiscal year and future increases are based on annual
inflation plus 2%. With the contract adjustment American Fork public safety contractual costs
are still projected to be less than what other small cities are paying for 24/7 coverage. The
additional fiscal year increase is approximately $76,000, which is equivalent to $2.30 per month
for each household/ERU in the city. We propose to start this increase April 1, 2026, which will
provide $19,000.

Other adjustments include eliminating the budget amount for a public safety study under other
public safety $25,000, election expenses $30,000.

The park’s water usage is projected to exceed their initial estimate by $53,000. To offset those
costs, some reductions were needed for seasonal park staff and maintenance. The amendment
also absorbs the previous budget surplus of $30,704.

The city had unrestricted reserves in the General fund/Class C Roads that were $1,901,579 June
30, 2025, which is 31.7% of actual revenues for that fiscal year. $709,125 of these unrestricted
reserves were assigned to road maintenance. The city’s financial policy is to maintain 2
months/16.7% reserves as a rainy day/emergency fund. Transferring $700,000 would move the
General fund reserves to approximately 20% of fiscal year 2025 revenues and help reduce the
debt levy and complete planned capital improvements.

Golf also utilized more water than it anticipated for the first half of the year and will need an
additional $36,000 based on their current usage history. Due to more expensive credit card
processing and a higher volume of revenue, credit card fees will need a minimum of $20,000 in
funding. To offset this additional operating cost some reductions in seasonal staffing were
made. The maintenance staff and pro shop should be more efficient with half of the course
closed for the remainder of the fiscal year and significantly less participants expected.




The columns on the outside of the building are experiencing mortar failures on all the cap
stones. The mortar will need to be redone, and a corner of one column’s faux capstone will
need to be replaced. The events staff are asking to replace the chairs used for various events,
because they faded, are mismatched, and don’t complement the rest of the furnishings. There
is also some HVAC issues that may require part of the system to be replaced. The course
renovation was originally budgeted 50% this fiscal year and 50% next fiscal year. It looks based
on the renovation schedule that all the irrigations supplies will be purchased in this fiscal year
and more than 50% of the project will be completed, so additional funding will be needed.
S120k in professional fees used to plan the golf course irrigation and renovation are being
moved to capital outlay.

The Golf Debt Service fund will transfer in $50,000 from the General fund to help reduce the
levy in the next fiscal year.

The Capital Project fund will transfer in $650,000 from the General fund to fund planned capital
improvements. The civic center needs a new shingle roof to preserve recent interior
improvements, proper path and parking lot lighting, and renovated meeting spaces in the
garage bay area.

The Water and Sewer fund will use reserves to fund storage for specialized vehicles and
equipment that will be moving from the old Fire station. There are drainage issues at the old
Fire station that require regrading and a better storm drain system.

The City Attorney, Hyrum Bosserman, has outlined the statutory process Cedar Hills City
must follow as a fiscal year taxing entity to propose and implement a property tax rate
increase under Utah's Truth in Taxation law.

The Hearing (By September 1)

Conduct a public hearing focused solely on the tax increase (may coincide with the annual
budget hearing)

Hold it in the evening (6 pm or later), open to public, with in-person and electronic attendance
options

During the hearing: state the dollar amount of additional revenue, explain reasons for the
increase, allow public comment, and adopt a resolution via the PT-800 Form

Post-Hearing (Ongoing)

Forward the PT-800 Form and required statement to the Commission

Provide the county auditor with documented proof that all requirements were met (photos,
agendas, etc.)

County auditor may audit compliance; if deficiencies are found by September 15, the

Cedar Hills and Hyrum
Bosserman have reached out to Mr. Cowdell, and he has agreed to step in as the City prosecutor at
the rate of $175/hr for the remainder of the fiscal year, which was the same rate of services as
Tucker Hansen. During this period, Cedar Hills may go out to bid through and request for proposal
process.

SUBIJECT:

BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:
Staff has been working with Hyrum Bosserman, City Attorney, and engineers from Bowen &
Collins Associates to create a right-of-way purchase agreement for the 4000 North/Harvey
Blvd Widening Project. The project impacts approximately thirty property owners, of which
nine are Cedar Hills residents. Most Cedar Hills residenta will not need to enter into an
agreement with the City to purchase right-of-way as the ROW has already been secured
through previous developments. The agreements cover costs associated with the cost to
cure, work that the cities and contractors will perform, and provides access rights to work on
the properties related to this project. Pleasant Grove will simultaneously be approving the
same agreement to be used for PG residents residing within the scope of the project.

This Right-of-Way Acquisition Packet is a comprehensive template used by Cedar Hills City
and Pleasant Grove City to acquire property interests from owners for the 4000 North Road
Widening Project. The packet communicates the city's formal offer to purchase portions of
property needed for the roadway expansion and related municipal purposes, including fee
simple right-of-way acquisitions, permits to enter and construct, utility easement
relocations, drainage and irrigation easements, and slope protection easements.

The packet details the offered compensation amount (determined through qualified
appraisal), explains the owner's rights including the ability to negotiate before any eminent
domain action is filed, provides information about contacting the Utah Office of the Property
Rights Ombudsman for dispute resolution, and includes all necessary legal documents for
completing the transaction such as the purchase contract, special warranty deed, easement
agreements, and a permit to enter and construct. The owner is guided through a checklist of
instructions for reviewing documents, consulting advisors, properly executing the forms with
appropriate notarizations, and returning signed originals to the city, with the understanding
that the city will manage title review, record all documents, and disburse payment following
the recording of final instruments. Notably, the packet clarifies that water rights are not
conveyed, that owners remain responsible for any liens on the property and for cost-to-cure
items not expressly identified as the city's responsibility, and that existing and relocated
easements affecting the remaining property are addressed through detailed easement
exhibits and agreements.




As a matter of note, this project is an approved MAG TIP funded project. The City has
entered into agreement with both Utah County and Pleasant Grove related to the total cost
associated with this project. MAG/Utah County will cover 94% of the total cost, Pleasant
Grove and Cedar Hills will both split the remaining 6% of the cost equally between the two

cities.

In consideration of the mutual promises contained in this Real Estate Purchase Contract (“Contract™),

utility providers over the Owner’s remaining property in connection with the Project (each, a “Public
Utility Fasement”), as more particularly described in one or more Public Utility Easement exhibits
attached to and incorporated in the conveyance documents; (d) any drainage and irrigation easements to
be granted to the City over the Owner’s remaining property (each, a “Drainage and Irvigation Easement”),
which, to the extent applicable, shall have an area that matches the area of the corresponding Public Utility
Easement over the same portion of the remaining property (the “Public Utility Easement Area™), as more
particularly described in one or more Drainage and Irrigation Easement exhibits attached to and
incorporated in the conveyance documents; and (e) any slope protection easements to be granted to the
City over the Owner’s remaining property for slope stability or protection purposes (each, a “Slope
Protection Easement”), as more particularly described in the Slope Protection Easement exhibit attached
to and incorporated in the conveyance documents. For the avoidance of doubt, no water rights, water
shares, or appurtenant water interests of any kind are included in this Contract, the Subject Property, or
any conveyance contemplated hereby.

2. PURCHASE PRICE. The total purchase price to be paid by the City for the Subject Property,
including all improvements thereon, any agreed damages to the remaining property (including, if
applicable, any impacts associated with the relocation of existing easements), and any agreed
compensation for the Permit to Enter and Construct, Public Utility Easement, Slope Protection Easement,
and Drainage and Irrigation Easement, is: [AMOUNT].

3.2. Closing. The term “Closing” shall mean that (a) Settlement has occurred, (b) the deed(s)
and other recordable instruments have been recorded in the office of the Utah County Recorder; and (c)
the net proceeds due to Owner have been disbursed, subject to any liens, encumbrances, prorations, or
required adjustments. Closing shall occur as soon as reasonably practicable after full execution of this
Contract and completion of all pre-closing requirements.

Upon full execution of this Contract by Owner and the authorized City
representative, and subject to the terms of the Permit to Enter and Construct, and any temporary occupancy
agreements, Owner grants the City and its contractors the right to enter and occupy the Subject Property
for design, construction, utility relocation, and related Project activities, consistent with applicable law
and any agreed possession dates stated below. In addition, to the extent reasonably necessary to perform
relocation, adjustment, or installation of utilities or to construct, install, or maintain facilities associated
with any Public Utility Easement, Slope Protection Easement and/or Drainage and Irrigation Easement in
connection with the Project, Owner grants the City, its contractors, and utility providers reasonable
temporary access over, across, and upon the portions of Owner’s remaining property shown or described
on the applicable right-of-way or easement exhibits, subject to restoration obligations set forth in any
recorded easement documents and in applicable law.

3.4, Performance. The City agrees to perform at its cost or arrange and pay for (a) all
surveying, engineering and legal document preparation to establish the Project, the easements
contemplated on the Property and herein, and the Project design; (b) removal of curb, sidewalk, pavement
and other public or private infrastructure along Project, as necessary; (c) relocation of mailboxes, culinary

4.1. Prorations: Taxes. Real property taxes, assessments, and any rents or other periodic
charges relating to the Subject Property shall be prorated as of the date of Settlement, based on the best
available information at the time of Closing. Owner acknowledges and agrees that the City shall have no
responsibility or liability for any greenbelt, rollback, or similar taxes, assessments, or recapture amounts
that may be assessed or imposed in connection with the acquisition contemplated herein, and that Owner
shall be fully responsible for the same.

42.  Closing Costs. The City shall pay its customary and reasonable document preparation,
recording, and administrative costs in connection with this right-of-way acquisition.

Owner shall indemnify, defend, and hold the City harmless from and against any and
all claims, losses, damages, liabilities, costs, and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees) arising
from claims of lienholders, tenants, or third parties claiming an interest in the Purchase Price inconsistent
with this Contract, except to the extent such interests are explicitly accounted for at Closing. To the extent
the City elects, in its discretion, to relocate any existing utility easements or rights-of-way located within
the area to be acquired to other portions of the Owner’s remaining property, Owner agrees to reasonably
cooperate, at no additional cost to the City, in the preparation, execution, acknowledgment, and
recordation of such new or replacement public utility easements over the remaining property as are
reasonably necessary to serve the same or comparable utility function, provided that such relocated
easements do not materially and adversely affect the use of the remaining property. Likewise, to the extent
the Project reasonably requires the granting of any new Public Utility Easement, Slope Protection
Easement, or Drainage and Irrigation Easement over the Owner’s remaining property as shown or
described on the applicable easement exhibits (including any Drainage and Irrigation Easement whose
area matches the corresponding Public Utility Easement Area), Owner agrees to execute and deliver the
associated easement instruments at Closing, so long as such easements are consistent with this Contract,
the Statement of Just Compensation, and the recorded easement exhibits and do not materially and
adversely affect the use of the remaining property beyond what is described in those instruments. The
City’s obligation to close is conditioned on the City’s receipt of title acceptable to the City, in its
reasonable discretion.

construct driveway and access tie-ins to existing driveway or ground elevations; (e) perform grading,
excavation, clearing, grubbing, removal and replacement of surface improvements, and other work within the
Permit Area; and (f) install, adjust, relocate, or protect utilities and related facilities, including work necessary
to relocate existing utility services and easements serving the property to new locations on the remaining
property and to install facilities within any Public Utility Easement and any corresponding Drainage and
Irrigation Easement and Slope Protection Easement, in each case as defined and described on the applicable
right-of-way or easement documents provided to Owner. The area for constructing cut and/or fill slopes may
extend across the entire frontage of the Owner’s property, adjacent to and paralleling either the existing or
new (where applicable) right-of-way line, as described in Exhibit A. Cut and/or fill slopes within the Permit
Area will be placed at an acceptable slope — typically not steeper than [2ZH:1V] for heights over [two (2)
fieet], and typically not steeper than [4H:1V] for heights from [zero (0) to two (2) feet], or flatter where
subsequently requested by Owner and agreed to in writing by the City.
