Merideth Nielsen
*Reviewed 1/13/26 – 2/10/26 monthly budget. 
Motion to pass
Passed unanimously
*Got a solar on the town entrance flag for $125. Will be $1500 to run power. Will stick with solar for now. 
*Tremonton City Senior Center sent a letter. Cost from funding is not enough. They are asking for a donation from the town. Suggested $6,980/year, but anything would be appreciated. Look at what we have donated in the past. Will discuss next month. 
*Animal Control officer position is open – need a new one. 
*Steve Bench is no longer doing home inspections. Gave a recommendation: Tyler Seamons. Will get his costs. 
*America turns 250 this year. Do we want to do something extra? Suggested flag retiring with vets on Veterans’ Day.

Josh Staheli – Culinary Water
*Discussed online bill pay. Express BillPay w/charge $1.99 per use plus a percentage if using a card. Core is cheaper but need a website (not going yet). Possibly give an option of BillPay on newsletter and get a poll of who will use it. 

Diana Udy – Planning & Zoning
*Went over ordinances for animals. 1st offence – written warning, 2nd offense - $75 fine, 3rd offense - $150 fine, 4th offense - $200 fine. Per County, if attacked by an animal, you can shoot them. Can have 2-5 dogs, any more than 5 you need a kennel license. Can only have pigs for 4H and raising to kill. Can only have 1 or 2. Will email everyone and vote on it. 

Brent Berry - Roads
*Got oil for road chipping ordered. 
*Want to buy a mower for the tractor – wider and better wheels. Will be about $4,000 - $6,000. Will get 2 or 3 bids. Will also get bids on a new tractor that is needed. 
*Discussed road easement issue on 4450 W. Need to make the ditch disappear. Can we get an engineer to look at it to fix the issue? All Council members agree on that. Will contact Sunrise. 
*Comcast line is going in on 20000 N.  

TJ Nielsen – Fire Department
*New EMT class – looking for volunteers. 
*Warranty for generator is up. $600 to renew. Council agreed
*Accent lighting for Firestation - $8,000, 5 year warrantee, lasts 15 years. Table for now. 


Jarrie Buxton – Parks
*Shawn Glenn – Would like to create a Northern Harvest Festival. We need to celebrate the 250th anniversary. Wants to do vendor booths and demonstrations at the park yearly. 1st one scheduled for September 12th, 2026. Will begin at 9am and end at 8pm. Would like to create a committee and get help. Questioned about the insurance for gatherings? Do we need a gathering permit? Here to get the towns’ approval and make sure we are covered. Will discuss again when Wendy is present.
